ISAIAH - INTRODUCTION

L. The historical situation that existed at the time of Isaiah’s ministry.

A.

Kings of Judah (Southern Kingdom) traced their ancestry to David.
2 Sam 7:1-17 (esp. vs. 16) The Northern Kingdom (10 tribes) had a
succession of dynasties.

At Sinai, Israel agreed to be Yahweh’s people and to obey His law.
Ex. 24:1-8 (esp. vs. 7)

Judah interpreted 2 Sam. 7:14-16 to mean that a son of David would be
punished if he sinned, but under no circumstances would God allow his
people to fall before their enemies or would He allow Jerusalem or His
house, the temple, to fall. Isaiah, along with the other prophet to Judah
from this period, Micah (Amos and Hosea prophesied to the Northern
Kingdom at this time) had to contend with this popular assumption.

Uzziah (Azariah 2 Kings 15:1-7), king of Judah, reigned over a prosperous
nation (791-740 B.C.) at the same time that Jeroboam 2 reigned over the
Northern Kingdom (782-753 B.C.). Material prosperity and spiritual
bankruptcy characterized the Northern Kingdom and Uzziah was greatly
influenced by Jeroboam 2. Uzziah’s kingdom attained a degree of
strength and prosperity which she had not enjoyed since the days of
Solomon. He:

1. Developed a large standing army.
2. Built walls, towers, and fortifications for defense.

3. Dismantled the Philistine strongholds of Gath, Jabneh, and Ashdod

4. Built cities among the Philistines.
5. Made the Ammonites and Edomites vassals.
6. Commerce through the port at Ezion-geber brought the products of

Africa and India into the markets of Jerusalem and Judea.

In the death year of Uzziah (740 B.C.), Isaiah began his prophetic ministry
(Isa. 6:1-13). He lived to see the siege of Samaria and the end of the
Northern Kingdom. He did not see the fall of Jerusalem, but he did see it
approaching the precipice.

Temple revenues were at an all time high, but Isaiah saw this as paying
service to God. Religious externals were the people’s focus and God was
filled up with them (Isa. 1:11-15).



Post Script --

Ahaz replaced Jotham as king, of whom nothing is recorded in Isaiah.
During his reign, Rezin, the king of Aram and Pekah, king of Israel (2
Kings 16:27-31), joined together to war against Jerusalem. Ahaz sent for
Assyrian aid to help him defeat this coalition. Isaiah challenged the king
of Judah to trust in God, but to no avail (Isa. 7:1-25).

Note: A prophet’s ministry was not constant as an apostle or pastor
teacher’s was and is. The Word of the Lord came to the prophet only
when God desired to communicate through him. It is also true that not
everything that was said and done by the prophet was intended for God’s
permanent record, the Bible.

In 701 B.C., the armies of Sennacherib, king of Assyria, came up against
Jerusalem when Hezekiah was king (Isa. 36:1-22). Isaiah again
admonishes the king of Judah to trust in His God and Hezekiah responds
with faithfulness. God destroys the threatening army of 185,000 (Isa.
37:1-38). The last historical event recorded by Isaiah is the death of
Sennacherib, king of Assyria (Isa. 37:37-38). This death occurred in
680 B.C.

Isaiah ministered from the year of Uzziah’s death to at least the year of
Sennacherib’s death (740-680 B.C.). He lived during the reigns of Uzziah
(Azariah), Jotham, Ahaz, and Hezekiah. 2 Chron. 32:32 may indicate that
Isaiah’s ministry ran past Hezekiah’s death.

Collateral passages describing the historical events of the time:

2 Kings 14:23 —20:21 (Judah and Israel only)

2 Chron. 26:1 —32:33 (Judah only)

Micah (ministered to Judah)

Amos (ministered to Israel)

Hosea (ministered to Israel)

Hezekiah’s son, Manasseh, took the throne at the age of 12 and ruled for 55 years.
2 Kings 21:1-18 and 2 Chron. 33:1-20.

Manasseh’s son, Amon, was worse than his father. 2 Chron. 33:21-25.

Tradition teaches that Manasseh had Isaiah killed by having him “sawn in two.”

Heb. 11:37



ISATIAH - THE MESSAGE OF THE PROPHET

Chapters 1 through 6 — God’s indictment of the nation.

Chapter 1

Vs.1

Isaiah’s prophecies focus on Judah and Jerusalem. Many nations are included in
the book (ch. 13-23). All nations stand guilty before the Holy One of Israel and
their guilt is clearly seen in their treatment of the people of God; Israel.

Vision which he saw — Isaiah both heard and saw the revelation given to him by
God, Isa. 2:1 (Ezk. 1:1, 4, 15). This was a common means of receiving God’s
revelation for the prophets.

Verses 2 through 23 — The charge

Verses 2 through 10 — The Lord’s accusation — They have broken His covenant.

Vs.2-4 All creation would agree with God’s charge.

He first establishes His own innocence.

It is His children who have rebelled against Him (They are the transgressors, not
Him. Isa. 66:24).

Animals know their masters — Israel (12 tribes) not her master
1) Ox — is submissive
2) Donkey — stupid

Both animals know the source of their sustenance, Israel neither knows or
understands.

Holy One of Israel (used 25 times) is in contrast to the people of the nation:
1) sinful nation
2) people weighed down...iniquity
3) offspring of evildoers
4) sons...act corruptly
5) abandoned the Lord
6) despised the Holy One

7 turned away from Him

Vs.5-6 Your bodies are beaten and bruised — untreated wounds...welts and open sores.
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Vs.7  Hostile forces surround them — they are hated and they are losing their territory to
foreign nations.

Vs.8  Their condition is desolate. Deut. 28:15-68
Their cities are temporary structures.

Vs.9  Except for God’s grace, they should have been removed from the face of the
earth — cleansed off the planet.

Note: Daughter of Zion — Jer. 4:31; Lam. 1:6, 2:13; Micah 1:13, 4:8; Zech. 9:9

Sodom and Gomorrah — cities which speak. Rom. 9:27-29; Ezk. 16:45-52

Vs.10 Like rulers, like people

Vs.11-15

Vs.16-17

Vs. 18-20

Israel’s faith has become ritual —
multiple sacrifices, vs. 11
incense burning, vs. 13

festivals and feasts, vs. 13-14
prayers, vs. 15

rituals cannot cover iniquity. That which God has commanded is
worthless if not done with a proper heart. Heb. 11:6; Rom. 14:23

The people had the mistaken idea that they could live like the devil so long
as they followed through with their ritual observances. Note that God
does not call on Israel to “confess their sin” (give verbal agreement by
reciting the wrongs committed) but rather to clean up their act, cease
doing evil and begin doing that which is right. James 1:22-25; 2:14-26;
Rom. 2:13-16; 17-29

Bottom line: Instead of trusting in religious ritual (vs. 10-15), the people
are to obey God — right attitudes being manifested in right actions.

Seek, reprove, defend, plead -- Isa. 1:23; 10:1-2; Deut. 24:17-22; 26:12;
27:19; Mk. 7:9-13; Rom. 8:1-14

Let us reason together — God is not calling for a negotiating session
between the people and Himself, He is calling on them to acknowledge
that He is right and they are wrong.

If they acknowledge the extent of their sins then God in His grace will
cleanse them.

Jerusalem, the faithful city — now a harlot.
Full of justice and righteousness — now full of murderers.

Silver — dross (residue left in the smelting process after the silver is
removed).

The rulers of the city are leading the people to ruin:
1) theft
2) bribery
3) self enrichment
4) injustice
God’s sentence is delivered.
Therefore:

ISAIAH - Chapter 2
The word which Isaiah saw (Isa. 1:1)
A time will come when Jerusalem will be the center of the world, Holy to the
Lord. Blessings will flow out from her. Isaiah, (God) repeatedly intersperses this
promise in the midst of His pronouncements of judgment.
Isa. 11:6-10
Isa. 25:6-10(a)
Isa. 27:12-13

Isa. 56:7-8 God’s Holy Mountain will be established (the gates of hell shall not
prevent it)

In the last days — the time of the millennial kingdom — Isaiah saw it yet he
probably did not know the time of its establishment 1 Pet. 1:10-12.

The mountain of the House of the Lord.
mountain — Rev. 17:9; Dan. 2:35 of the House Ezk. 40-43
will be established — Zech. 14:8-9
will be raised — Zech 14:10-11

All nations will stream to it. Isa. 25:6-9; 56:6-8; Jer. 3:17-18; Zeph. 3:9-10;
Zech 8:20-23

Peoples from all nations will be drawn to God’s temple in Jerusalem because the
Lord Himself will teach them of His way, Isa. 51:4. People everywhere will
realize that God’s teaching is foundational to a meaningful life. They will want to
know it (He will teach us His ways) and to live according to it (walk in His paths).

All nations will have a judge that they can come to who will exercise perfect
justice. Every dispute will be settled righteously.

There will be no war because the implements of warfare (swords and spears) will
be turned into implements of agriculture (plowshares and hooks — opposite of
conditions existing during the tribulation, Joel 3:9-17).

Invitation to the “house of Jacob”

At the time of Isaiah’s ministry Israel already possessed the teachings of the Lord.
If they are so valuable and following those in the coming kingdom age will
produce such blessing, why not follow them now. It is not that Israel could not;
she would not, Matt. 23:37 (she had far more opportunity than just knowing the
Law, Rom. 9:3-5).



Vs.6-9 Israel’s current condition (all twelve tribes are still reigning. Isaiah is
admonishing Judah, but as bad as Judah has become, the northern kingdom was
worse because she had separated herself from Jerusalem, the temple, and the

Livitical priesthood, 1 Kings 12:25-33).

God had abandoned His people, not because He no longer loved them, but
because they had become like the pagans who surrounded them:

1) filled with the ways of the people from the east (Assyria)

2) practicing divination like the Philistines, 1 Sam 6:1-5; 2 Kings 1:1-4;
Lev. 19:26 etc.

3) strike bargains with the children of foreigners
4) their land filled with:
a) silver and gold — financial prosperity
b) treasures
c¢) horses and chariots — military might

d) idols — they assumed that they had what they had because of
their idol worship.

The result of the above being:

1) the common man has been humbled.
2) the man of importance has been abased.
3) Isaiah cries out “do not forgive them.”

Vs.10-11 In the end, only the Lord will be exalted! vs. 17
When He comes to judge, people will:
1) attempt to hide from His presence. vs. 19, 21; Rev. 6:16
2) they will fear His splendor, realizing their arrogance.
3) find that their wealth cannot save them.

Note: These prophecies will find a more immediate fulfillment when the
Assyrians and Babylonians execute God’s judgment upon the people.
Isa. 10:5-6

They will also find the greater fulfillment at the time of the end
(tribulation). As stated before, Isaiah had no knowledge of the time span

involved in the carrying out of God’s plan.

When the Lord of Hosts finally speaks, man will listen!
The proud and lofty will be humbled. vs. 9, 11, 17

The cedars and oaks (used to make idols) will be abased.
Mountains — government authorities.

Towers and walls — military defenses.

Merchant ships — Rev. 18:11-19

See verse 11

Where are the idols when the Lord of Hosts arises?
When He arises to make the earth tremble (see vs. 21).

As they attempt to flee, men will throw aside their useless gods to the
moles and bats.

Another invitation from Isaiah (God)

Stop living in awe or fear before humans whose breath can be snuffed out
in a moment.

Stop worshipping the creation — look to the creator!



ISAIAH - Chapter 3

Isaiah gives examples of the nation’s (peoples’) present sins that needed to be judged by
God.

Verses 1 —3  God is going to take away from Judah and Jerusalem any semblance of
order and good government. Because of her sin, the Lord will take away the supplies and
people on which she relies.
Vs.l  Food and water.
Vs.2  Mighty man and the warrior.
Judge
Elder
Vs.3  Captain of fifty
Honorable man
Counselor
Expert artisan
Skillful enchanter
Vs.4  He will replace them with inexperienced boys and children.
Vs.5 Asaresult:
The people will be oppressed.
The youth will storm against the elder.

The inferior against the honorable.

Vs.6  Anybody who owns a cloak will be grabbed in an effort to place him in charge.
Ruins will be all that there is to be ruled over.

Vs.7  No one will take the position because no one will have an answer for the
condition that the land is in.



Vs.8-9 The people have defied God and are open about their sin much like the people
of Sodom. Gen. 18:20; 19:1-11; Isa. 1:9-10. Therefore, the coming disaster will
be brought on by themselves.

Woe to them Woeto the wicked

to you

to those

to me

to Assyria

to the land

to the proud crown of the drunkards
to the obstinate children

to the shepherds who are destroying

The word appears 22 times in this prophetic book. More than in any other book! They
have brought evil upon themselves.

Vs.10 When God judges, the righteous need not fear, they will be justly rewarded for
their deeds.

Vs.11 To the wicked — what he deserves will be done to him.
Vs.12 What has happened to God’s people?

They are oppressed by children.

Ruled over by women.

Lead astray by all who lead them.

They have lost their way and no longer even know the path.
Vs.13 The Lord is ready to judge both the people and the leaders.
Vs.14-15 Two charges are leveled against the leaders:

1) They have devoured God’s vineyard. Isa.5:1-10; Ps. 80:8-19;
Jer. 2:21, 12:10-13; Ezk. 15:6-8

2) They have plundered the poor taking home their goods,
grinding their faces.

Note: The poor are always in our midst and they are there to test us! James 1:27; 2:1-9
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Vs.16 Daughters of Zion (Jerusalem) are proud (before God’s judgment).

1) Walk with heads high
2) Seductive eyes

3) Mincing steps (to walk with short steps or affected preciseness, walking in
artificial manner)

4) Their jewelry tinkles as they move.

After God’s judgment:

1) Scalp will be covered with scabs.

2) Bald headed. 1 Cor. 11:14-15

Vs.18-26 In that day — looks forward to the Babylonian captivity (that is the

judgment which comes upon Judah and Jerusalem).

1) The Babylonian soldiers will take away all the women’s fine jewelry and
wardrobes.

2) Instead of fragrance they will stink.

3) The women will be pulled by a rope and wear sackcloth (Assyrians lined their
captives up and strung them using fishhooks which they ran through the
lower lip). Amos 4:2

4) Branding as a slave instead of beauty.

5) They will mourn because their husbands, uncles, brothers, and sons will die in
battle.

Jerusalem will be a place of lament and mourning, deserted, and down cast.

Chapter 4

Vs.1

Note:

So many men will die that the women who are left will compete to “remove their
shame.”

Jeremiah describes the siege. Lam. 2:20. 4:10; Jer. 19:8-9; also Lev. 26:14-38,
esp. vs. 27-29

After God’s original indictment (Chapter 1), He promises restoration. Isa. 2:1-4
Now at the close of the description of the judgment that is coming, Isa. 2:5-4:1,
we find another section of comfort.

In spite of the terrible judgment which faces the nation because of it’s sin, some
will survive. The body of people being referred to is not those who will return
after the Babylonian exile, but rather those who will survive the great tribulation
which ends this present world order. Matt 24:4-31

The Branch of the Lord. Jer. 23:5, 33:14-18; Zech. 3:8-10, 6:12-13

The Branch...beautiful and glorious...fruit of the earth will be the pride and the
adornment of the remnant that comes out of the tribulation.

The remnant that enters the millennium will be called Holy, Rom. 11:26-29 —
everyone who is recorded for life.

It is not until this yet future time in history that God will:
1) Wash away the filth of...

2) Purge bloodshed from her midst.

By:

1) Spirit of judgment. Malachi 3:2-6

2) Spirit of fire. Matt. 3:11-12

In this yet future time, the glory of God will become evident in Jerusalem just as
it was at the exodus. Ex. 13:21-22, 16:9-11, 40:34-38

God’s glory, like a tent, will provide safety and peace!
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ISAIAH - Chapter 5
Verses 1-7  The worthless vineyard.

A common picture when describing Israel. Isa. 3:14; Ps. 80:8-18; Jer. 2:21, 12:10;
Hosea 10:1

Verses 1-2  God’s care for His vineyard. Heb. 6:7
God planted a vineyard on a fertile hillside.
He removed the stones (no small job).
He planted only the best vines.
He built a watchtower (a stone structure from which to guard the vineyard).
He made a winepress with anticipation and waited.
It produced only worthless grapes. Heb. 6:8
Verses 3-4  God asks those who are the vineyard, two questions:
Was it His fault that things turned out the way they did?
Why did His vineyard produce worthless grapes?
Verses 5-6  There is but one thing left for God to do — burn it. Heb.6:8
Three actions will be forthcoming from God:
1) He will remove the protective hedge/wall surrounding it.
a) wild animals will consume it.
b) all who surround it will trample it down.
2) He will turn it into wasteland.
Without pruning and hoeing, briars and thorns will overrun the hill.
3) He will stop the rains from falling on it.
Without God’s protection Judah will be ruined. Note: John 15:1-11

Verse 7 The vineyard is identified.
Make no mistake — Israel and Judah are not right! Ezk. 18:25, 29

1) He looked for justice — bloodshed. Isa. 1:21, 3:14-15

2) For righteousness — a cry of distress. Isa. 1:23
13

Woe, Woe, Woe to those who...

Woe to those who accumulate real estate, acquiring it until they own it all.
Micah 2:1; Lev. 25:13-17, 23-31

In my ears the Lord of hosts has sworn...

Ten acres of vineyard will yield a bath (6 gallons).
A homar of seed (normally yields many bushels).
Will yield an ephah of grain (1/12 of the seed sown).

Woe to those who start drinking early in the morning and end their
evenings sipping wine (note verse 22 — must have been a real problem).

Their banquets are filled with music and void of any remembrance of the
work of their God’s hands!

Therefore

1) Their abandonment of God will result in His abandonment of them —
they don’t know of Him, He doesn’t remember them either.

2) Their greatest men will die of hunger.

3) The drunkards will die of thirst.

Therefore — again refers back to verses §-12

Sheol will accommodate the need. Rev. 6:8

Jerusalem’s finest will descend into it.

No matter what position the Israelite had occupied in their pre-judgment
life they will be humbled by the judgment which God will bring down

upon them.

In the very act of “bringing low” his people, the God of Israel will be
exalted and show Himself Holy in Righteousness.

Where there was once wealth and recognition, animals will return to
graze.

19 Woe to those who:

1) Are waiting for God to save their nation. They wanted to see God act
(let Him hasten His work).

2) Seeing no connection with their expectation and the effect their
lifestyle had on God’s willingness to proceed, God does not proceed as
“planned” when spiritual change is needed on the part of His people.

Woe to those who call evil good and good evil:

Darkness of light.

Bitter for sweet.

Who needs God when I have Me!

1) Are heroes in drinking.

2) Justify the wicked for a bribe.

3) Take away the rights of the right.

Therefore as ... for they have

Rejected and despised the Lord of Hosts, the Holy One of Israel.
On this account (reasons given above):

1) God’s anger burns.

2) He has stretched out His hand...struck them down.

3) Their corpses lay like garbage in the middle of the streets.

With all this, He is not finished. Further judgments are yet to fall.

Vs. 26-30 When the time comes for the judgment to fall, it will be as if God had

raised a banner as a signal for war.
God’s armies will seem to come from the ends of the earth.
Their speed and ferociousness will completely devastate Judah.

The light will go out.

ISAIAH — Chapter 6
Isaiah ministered during King Uzziah’s reign. Isa. 1:1

Isaiah’s vision recorded here occurred within the 12 calendar months before or
after the king’s death, which occurred in 740 B.C.

Isaiah’s vision of God (the King, vs. 5) would be in contrast to what Isaiah saw
when looking upon King Uzziah, the man.

1) He reigned for 52 years. 2 Chron. 26:3

2) He sinned...being struck with leprosy. 2 Chron. 26:16-21
3) He was cut off from the house of the Lord. 2 Chron. 26:21
Three things struck Isaiah about the “King of Israel.” He was:

1) Seated on a throne — rather than on the Ark of the Covenant. Ezk. 1:25-28;
Rev. 4:1-3

2) High and exalted — do we see Jesus the way He was 2000 years ago or the way
He is now?

3) The train of His robe filled the temple — a sign of His royalty and majesty.

Seraphim

1) Only mentioned here by name and in Rev. 4:7-8 by description if they are both
the same angelic being (Ezekiel saw beings with 4 wings — Ezk. 1:4-14. The
angelic beings in Ezekiel are later said to be Cherubim — Ezk. 10:15, 20).

Note: See notes on the angels.

God’s holiness should be appreciated in contrast to the character and actions of

Uzziah the King and even Isaiah and the people of Israel (at their best).

1 John 1:5-10.

Though God “dwelt” between the Cherubim in the Holy of Holies (Ex. 25:17-22),

the whole earth cannot contain Him. 1 Kings 8:27 Ezekiel had a similar vision

of God (Ezk. 1). Unlike the Cherubim, the number of Seraphs is not given.

The foundation stones on which the doorposts stood (Amos 9:1) shook at the
voice of the Seraphs while the temple filled with smoke. 1 Kings 8:10-13
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Vs. 5 Isaiah’s response to what he was seeing!

When seen next to the purity of God’s holiness, the impurity of man is striking.
Similar responses are recorded for:

Ezekiel — “I fell on my face” Ezk. 1:28; 3:23

Job — “I repent in dust and ashes” Job 42:5-6

Peter — “Go away from me Lord, for I am a sinful man” Lk. 5:8

John — “I fell at His feet like a dead man” Rev. 1:17
Under different circumstances Isaiah had pronounced “woes” to the nation of
Israel ( Isa. 5). Standing in the presence of God, his realizations changes to “woe
is me”!

Isaiah’s response makes it clear that he sees himself as not only a man, but also
part of a people — family of Israel.

Vs. 6-7A Seraph’s response — Isaiah acknowledged his sin and God responded to that
acknowledgement. 1 John 1:9; Ps. 78:38-39

Vs. 8 Us—Gen. 1:26; 11:7. The doctrine of the “trinity” is not explicitly taught in the
O.T., but it is there; for God is the same God in both testaments.

Asking the question “who will go” is for Isaiah’s sake. Opportunity exists for
service and opportunity for Isaiah only requires him responding. His response
“Here am [. Send me!” Eph. 2:10

Vs. 9-10 God’s commissioning of Isaiah.

Isaiah, in volunteering, probably expected a positive outcome to his ministry.
God tells him otherwise.

The people had not listened before and they would not listen now.
The Lord did not delight in judging His people.
Discipline is necessary when disobedience is man’s choice.

The people, on hearing Isaiah’s message, are going to be even more hardened to
the Lord. John 12:37-41
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Vs. 11-13

Isaiah was ready to speak whatever God wanted him to say. He did
wonder “how long will I have to go on preaching to this non-responsive
people?”

Until judgment comes (Babylon carries them ofY).

Until the people are deported.

Until their cities and fields are ruined.

(All this happened long after Isaiah’s death, meaning “for as long as he
lived he preached receiving a negative or no response.”)

The tenth who remained in the land were the poor. 2 Kings 24:14

God then gives Isaiah a word of encouragement:

Though 9/10 of the people will be removed, the remnant will again grow
in to a tree.
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ISAIAH - Chapter 7

Verses 1-2 — The historical situation.

Vs. 1 Rezin, king of Aram; and Pekah, king of Israel (10 tribes) {752-732 B.C.} had
made an alliance.

After Jeroboam II (793-753 B.C.) of Israel died, the Northern Kingdom became
increasingly weak. Rezin ended up being Aram’s last king and Pekah was
Israel’s next-to-last king. 2 Kings 15:27-16:20 Rezin convinced Pekah to join
with him against Judah. They planned to replace Judah’s King Ahaz with a
puppet king. Isa. 7:6

Vs. 2 House of David — Ahaz

Ephraim, the largest tribe in the Northern Kingdom, became another name for the
entire kingdom.

Ahaz thought he could look to Assyria for deliverance.
Verses 3-9 — God tells Isaiah to tell Ahaz that Judah would not be destroyed.
Vs. 3 Shear-jashub — “a remnant will return”

Upper pool — a reservoir that held water for Jerusalem.

Ahaz would have been inspecting the city’s water supply in anticipation of an
attack — Isaiah intercepted him there.

Vs. 4-9 Ahaz is not to be afraid for both king’s lives will be ended shortly. Both men died
2 years later in 732 B.C.

Vs. 8 Ephraim (10 tribes) will be carried off by the Assyrians leaving a remnant. That
remnant will intermarry with foreign colonists moved in by the Assyrians creating
a people called the Samaritans. The exiles of Israel have not been heard from
since, even to this day! 2 Kings 17:1-18; Ezra 4:10

Vs. 9 “If you will not believe, you surely shall not last.” Literally — if you will not be
sure, you cannot be secure.

Note: 33 years later King Hezekiah is challenged at the same place by Assyria.
Isa. 36:2-37:7

Verses 10-12 — Ahaz’s rejection of a sign.

Though Ahaz’s response sounds pious, God’s response indicates that Ahaz’s
motivations behind the response were not right.
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Verses 13-25 — God’s response to Ahaz.

Vs. 13 Isaiah responds to Ahaz’s refusal to respond to God’s offer — you are testing both
man’s and God’s patience.

Vs. 14-16 God will give Ahaz a sign anyway. The sign will be a child born named
Immanuel — “God with us.”

1) The boy will be born of a virgin.

2) He will be raised in a time of national calamity (vs.21-22 — the abundance

of... milk is a distressful factor. With many animals dying, a farmer’s “cow
and two goats” would have no young to nurse, and so the plentiful milk for the

people.)
3) While the child is still young, the two-king alliance will be broken.
Fulfillment --

1) The prophecy was directed primarily to Ahaz regarding the breakup of the
alliance between Rezin and Pekah.

2) The woman spoken of is a virgin who would be married and have a child.
3) Before the child born was able to grow, the alliance would be broken.
4) Under the inspiration of the Holy Spirit, centuries later, Matthew quotes Isaiah
7:14 as a statement that was also true of Christ’s birth. We have the immediate
or short- term fulfillment for the time given and then the long-term fulfillment
which is always revealed by God.
Verses 17-19

God will bring upon Jerusalem and Judah bad times. The king of Assyria will be
the primary opponent extracting heavy tribute from Judah.

God will call the “flies” from Egypt and the “bees” from the land of Assyria.
They will come and settle on the people bringing them perpetual difficulty. (Flies
irritate, bees sting)

Verses 20-25

In that day, Judah will experience deprivation and humiliation.

Assyria, like a razor, will shave Judah’s hair, a sign of humiliation. Job. 1:20;
Jer. 48:37; Ezk. 7:18

Vs. 21-22 See notes on verse 15

Vs. 23-25 The land will be ruined to such an extent that no crops will be able to
grow upon it.

ISAIAH - Chapter 8

Isaiah 8:1-9:7 — The national will be delivered and this deliverance is a picture of another
deliverer, who will transform the world!

Verses 1-4 (7:4-17) — The Aram — Israel alliance will end. Rom. 13:1-2

Vs. 1

Vs. 2

God has called to Assyria to remove them. Isa. 10:5-6

Isaiah is told by God to use a “visual aide” in his prophetic ministry. His next
child will be named “quick pickings, easy prey” (Maher-shalal-hash-baz — the
longest personal name in the Bible).

God calls in two witnesses who will confirm that His words are true.
Num. 35:30; Deut. 17:6; 19:15

1) Uriah, the priest, later falls from his present spiritual position.
2 Kings 16:10-16

2) Zechariah, the son of Jeberechiah, may have ministered during the reign of
Uzziah (Amaziah) [2 Chron. 26:3-5] or was the priest mentioned in
2 Chron. 29:13-20 during Hezekiah’s reign.

Vs. 3-4 The birth of Isaiah’s second son.

Isaiah’s son was a sign of the destruction of the Aram-Israel alliance. A year
following the birth which followed the 9 month’s pregnancy saw the Assyrians
plunder both Damascus and Samaria. (It was at the time of the destruction of
Damascus that Ahaz went to see the king of Assyria and sent for Uriah to
duplicate the “alter of worship” in Damascus — see vs. 2)

Historical Note: Tiglath-Pileser 111, king of Assyria, put Samaria under their
control in 732 B.C. and collected tribute from her for 9 years. Hoshea rebelled
causing the Assyrians, now under Shalmaneser, to remove Israel from her land.
722 B.C. saw the end of the 10 tribes, which state has continued through this day.
2 Kings 17:1-41

Vs. 5-6 Inasmuch (because) as the ten tribes joined with Aram instead of

Judah...the gently flowing waters of Shiloah (also called Siloam) was a spring
that fed a small reservoir within Jerusalem’s walls.

Rather than the gently flowing waters, Israel has chosen the “flood waters” of
Assyria.

OR

“these people” refers to the nation of Judah (led by Ahaz) and Assyria will later
come down upon them (701 B.C.)
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Vs.

8 The assault from Assyria upon Judah will be like flood waters which come up to
the neck — almost kills you but then recedes.

The figure of speech — no changes — Assyria, a giant bird of prey whose wings
will cover the entire land, ready to devour it.

O Immanuel. At this point in human history “God is with us” and therefore
deliverance will be forthcoming.

. 9-10 The nations will prepare for battle against Judah but they will not succeed.

“For Immanuel” They will be “shattered” (3 times) God has had a plan for the
“House of Israel” and the “House of Judah” which preceded their birth as a
nation Heb. 8:6-13. Note: Ahaz might not last, but Judah will. Isa.7:9

. 11 The Lord had promised to be with His people (vs. 10), but many in Israel and

Judah refused to believe that He would keep that promise (why they looked
elsewhere for security). The Lord warns Isaiah not to be like those people.

12 The people are afraid of the alliance between Aram and Israel. Assyria is rising in
power! The people of Judah are not to be afraid of either of these potential
threats.

13 It is the God of Israel that they should fear, nay, dread.

14 The “Lord of Hosts” will become two things:

1) asanctuary
2) a stone to strike
a rock to stumble over

a snare and a trap
for the inhabitants of Jerusalem. Lk. 2:34; Rom. 9:30-10:4; 1 Pet. 2:4-10

. 15 As for the inhabitants of Jerusalem

1) Many will stumble
2) Will fall and be broken
3) Be snared and caught

16-18 After hearing what God has said, Isaiah reaffirms His trust and dependence on
God.

By binding the testimony and sealing the law, Isaiah lays it to the account of
God’s elect (disciples). Matt. 16:18-19

God has not rejected the people He foreknew!
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At the same time that God is hiding His face from the House of Jacob, there are
those who wait for and even eagerly look for Him. Verse 18 is quoted in the
Book of Hebrews as a prophecy referring to Christ. Heb. 2:12-13

Isaiah “knew” that his children were signs from God who spoke to the nation — a
message from the Lord of Hosts who dwells on Mount Zion.

Vs. 19 Those of Judah and Jerusalem were concerned for their future! Who did they
consult? Should not a people...should they...? Deut. 18:9-14

Vs. 20 If a person is to consult their God, where would they go to accomplish their
desire — to the Law and to the testimony. If their direction is not according to the

Bible — they have no dawn! John 3:19-21

Vs. 21-22  In their distress they will look up to God and curse Him and look to the
earth where they will face distress and end up in darkness.

Note: Those who consult the dead will end up with them.
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ISAIAH - Chapter 9
In 8:22 distress, darkness, the gloom of anguish.

Vs. 1-2  In a future day — no more — “Galilee of the gentiles” will see a great
light...the light will shine on them. Matt. 4:13-17

1) In 732 B.C. this part of Israel became an Assyrian province under
Tiglath-Pileser II1.

2) The Pharisees believed that “no prophet arises out of Galilee” — the very place
where Jesus began his ministry.

3) These same leaders also believed that any input from God would begin in
Jerusalem and move out from there — Jesus ended His ministry there.

4) The people will see a great light. John 1:4-9; 8:12; 9:5-7; I John 1:5-7; 2:7-11
5) As to the light that was seen in Galilee (Capernaum)
a) Lk.4:31-42
b) John 4:43-54
c) Mk. 5:21-24,35-43
d) John 6:24-25,27-29
1) Bread...came down from heaven — 6:33, 38
2) Water...shall never thirst — 6:35
3) Flesh given for the life of the world — 6:51

e) and many more things did Jesus both teach and do in Galilee of the
Gentiles.

Vs. 3-5 You shall — God, the Father, in the Person of the Son
1) Multiply the nation.
2) Increase their gladness (joy).
a) Like the joy at harvest time.
b) Like the joy of winning a battle and dividing the plunder.
c) Great joy is in the plan. Isa. 12:6; 14:7; 26:19-21; Chapter 35;

42:11-13; 44:23; 49:13; 51:3, 11; 54:1; 55:12; 60:15; 61:7
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3) Break the yoke of their burden...the staff on their shoulders...the rod of their
oppressor...as at the battle of Midian. Judges 7:1-25; Isa. 10:26

BY SENDING HIS SON — THE CHILD BORN TO MARY
After the child (Isa. 7:14, Messiah) comes [the second time] the weapons of war
will be destroyed.
Verses 6-7
1) A child will be born to us — into the nation of Israel.
The covenant people of God. Isa. 11:1; Jer. 23:5-8; Jer. 30:8-11;

33:14-22; Ezk. 37:21-28
A Son will be given to us — John 3:16; Rom. 8:31-32; I John 4:9-10; 5:9-13;

2) The government will rest on His shoulders.

a) He will rule over Israel, God’s people. Micah 5:2; Zech. 9:9;
Jer. 30:21-22; Lk. 1:31-33

b) He will rule over the world. Zech. 14:9, 16

3) He will have 4 descriptive names that will reveal His character.

a) Wonderful Counselor. Isa. 11:2

b) Mighty God. Isa. 10:21-23; Rev. 1:8; Phil. 3:20-21

c) Everlasting Father — Father of eternity. Eternality is an attribute of
God. John 1:1-2; 8:58 He is eternal life and the bestower of it.

d) Prince of Peace. John 14:27
To the world, peace equals “absence from war.” Matt. 10:34
That which Christ brings. Rom. 5:1
Peace will come to the earth. Matt. 13:36-43
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4) The Messiah

a) Seated on David’s throne. Lk. 1:32-33

b) Will have an eternal rule of peace and justice. Jer. 23:5

c) Forever. Dan. 7:14; 27; Micah 4:7; Lk. 1:33; Rev. 11:15

5) The fulfillment of the above is not dependent upon Israel.
“The zeal of the Lord of Hosts will accomplish this™!

Verses 9:8-10:4 God’s judgment upon Samaria (Northern Kingdom, Ephraim, Israel,
Jacob).

Jacob’s future will be glorious. Vs. 1-7 (Age of the kingdom — reign of Messiah)

Jacob’s present is not so bright. Isa. 5:7, 8, 11, 18, 20-22; Isa. 56:10-12;
Jer. 10:21; 12:10-15; 23:1-8; Ezk. 34:2-24; 37:21-28

Note: While God removes Israel from His sight (2 Kings 17:5-6), the subject of this
section of Isaiah; God continues to work with Judah until He scatters them, first with the
Babylonians and then later completely with the Romans in 70 A.D. Judah never

recovers, in big part, because her shepherds refocused the purpose of their existence to
provide for themselves.

Isaiah ministered from 740-680 B.C.

Jeremiah ministered from 627-585 B.C. (Babylonian captivity begins in 605 B.C.
and became total in 586 B.C.)

Ezekiel ministered from 592-570 B.C.

Vs. 8-9  Isaiah’s message is directed at Judah. When He speaks against Israel it is
intended to be a warning to Judah. God judges His people and Israel’s judgment
will come first (722 B.C.); learn a lesson and do something with what you’ve
learned. Israel’s root problem was, in a word, Arrogance.

Vs. 10 Signs of the coming destruction can already be seen
1) Bricks have fallen down
2) Wood used to build has been consumed
Israel’s attitude as they see this — no problem. We will just find better building

materials and build again. God is judging them because of their sin; building
materials are not their problem!
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Vs. 11 Therefore, because of their attitude (no repentance), God will bring more forces
down upon them.

Rezin, their ally (Isa. 7:1, 8), will become Aram, their adversary, and it is the
Lord who will spur them on Isa. 7:18-19 all in preparation for Assyria who will
finish the job for God. Isa. 10:5-6

Vs. 12 The Philistines will be added to the mix to further weaken Ephraim.
Historical Note: Who were the Philistines?

1) Listed in the “table of nations.” Gen. 10:14

2) Some believe that they were descended from the Rephaim (Giants).
2 Sam. 21:16-22

3) Abraham had dealings with them when Abimelech was their king.
Gen. 21:22-34; 26:1-33

4) They are not listed in any of the lists of the Canaanites occupying the land.
Jeremiah (47:4) and Amos (9:7) state that the Philistines came from Caphtor
(Island of Crete).

5) From Exodus to Samuel they are seen inhabiting the land which lay between
Judea and Egypt. Ex. 13:17; 15:14; Joshua 13:1-3; 1 Sam. 4

6) Perpetual war existed between Israel and the Philistines throughout their
existence in the land prior to the reign of Hezekiah. 2 Kings 18:8

7) Their ultimate end as a warring people is prophesied by Ezekiel (25:15-17).
8) The Romans carried out the judgment of God against them.
In spite of all that God brings upon Ephraim,
His anger does not turn away.
His hand is still stretched out — vs. 12, 17, 21 and ch. 10:4.
God is angry, therefore, their judgment will continue. Rev. 14:9-11
Vs. 13 Isaiah is overwhelmed by the fact that the people of the Northern Kingdom never

respond to the judgment of God. The “do not” “nor do they.”
Rev. 9:20-21, 16:10-13
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Vs. 14-15 Israel’s refusal to turn to God will result in their complete destruction (for a
time but not for eternity).

1) From head — honorable man.
2) To tail — prophet who teaches falsehood.
3) And everyone in between.
Vs. 16 The operating relationship which exists between the leader and the one being led:
1) Both will go down.
2) Which one will receive the greater judgment?
3) Temporal judgment will be followed by eternal judgment!
Vs. 17 Therefore — because of verse 16, we have the result in verse 17.
Young men, orphans, widows, every one of them:
1) Is godless.
2) Is an evil doer.
3) Every mouth is speaking (continuous action) foolishness.

Vs. 18 The people’s (Ephraim) wickedness is burning them up like a huge fire with a
large column of smoke.

Vs. 19 Israel’s problem is not their earthly enemies...it is their God. His fury fuels the
fire of judgment...no man spares his brother.

Vs. 20 Their judgment will be so all consuming, that they will destroy
themselves — self destruction.

Vs. 21 “Themselves” is not limited to individuals. Tribe will rise against tribe, Israel
against Judah. Matt. 24:7

For those who fall under the judgment of God, His anger is never turned away and
His hand is never withdrawn. Rev. 20:11-15; 14:10-11 with 4:9 and 11:15
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ISATIAH - Chapter 10

Verses 1-4 continues God’s pronouncement of judgment upon Samaria.

Vs. 1-2 Woe to the leadership of Israel (Judah) who:

1) Make unjust laws.
2) Render unjust decisions

3) Depriving the poor (helpless) of their rights [no justice]. Ex. 23:6-7;

5) Plundering orphans

These actions involve taking advantage of people who could not defend
themselves. These actions are directly opposed to God’s revealed law.

Isa. 1:11-20

Good questions (to be asked to those who have lived like mere men!):

1) What will you do in the day of punishment?

2) What will you do in the devastation which will come?

3) To whom will you flee for help?

4) Where will you leave your wealth?

Nothing remains but...

Isa. 10:5-12:6 The fall of the Assyrian empire.

Woe to those who are used by God to accomplish His purpose (Just because God
has made everything for its own purpose, even the wicked for...Prov. 16:4, does

not mean that the wicked are somehow owed thanks. Isa. 7:18-19)

Woe to Assyria, God’s instrument (rod) in dealing with Israel...(Babylon will be
God’s rod when He deals with Judah at a later date. Habakkuk 1:1-2:1)

Note: Overview of the argument recorded in Habakkuk

1:1-4 Why does God allow Judah, His child, to continue in his
wickedness?

5-11 Answer — He doesn’t; God is going to use the Babylonians to
chasten Judah.
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12-17 Why would God use the Babylonians to deal with Judah when
they are more wicked than Judah?

2:1 Habakkuk awaits God’s answer.
2-20 God answers (vs. 2 Hush — be still, God is God).
3:1-19 Habakkuk praises God.

Vs. 6 Assyria is not a godly nation — it’s not even aware that God is using it to
accomplish His good pleasure.

God is sovereign over His creation and all nations are tools in His hands.

Vs. 7 No praise to Assyria for being God’s instrument. . .it was never Assyria’s intention
to be an instrument in God’s hand. Its intention was to sin.

Verses 8-11 Assyria’s heart (attitude) as read by God is:

The greatness of Israel’s God is not worth noting in Assyria’s mind. Assyria
assumed that Israel and Judah were like any other nation.

Vs. 9 Assyria had conquered the Aramean cities of:
1) Calno
2) Carchemish
3) Hamath
4) Arpad
5) Damascus
Vs. 10 And Israel’s capital, Samaria

Since these conquered cities had “greater gods”, in the minds of the Assyrians,
than did Jerusalem.

Vs. 11 What’s to stop Assyria from destroying the city of Jerusalem.
Isa. 36:19-20; 37:10-13

Note: Samaria did worship and relay upon idols — this being the very reason that
God gave them over to the hand of Assyria.)

Verses 12-19 That which Assyria has to look forward to when God is finished using her.

Vs. 12 When God is finished dealing with Israel, He will deal with Assyria. Her sin
personified in her king — haughty eyes. Prov. 6:16-19, esp. vs. 17;
30:11-14, esp. vs. 13
(Psalms 10:4; 138:6; Proverbs 16:18; 18:12; 21:2-4)

Note: The king of Assyria believes its all about “I”, “my” — 4 times “I” and 3
times “my”! He had taken over other nations and their wealth as easily as a
person plucks eggs from a nest. Dan. 5:16-28, opposite Dan 2:19-23; 26-30)
The king of Assyria had lost touch with reality.

Assyria, the axe, is nothing apart from the hands which swing it.

Assyria, the saw, cannot cut anything apart from the hands which move it.

Assyria, the club/rod, is not different than a stick without the arm that can
liftit. 1 Cor. 4:7

Therefore, God will destroy the Assyrian army by disease and fire. (In 701 B.C.,
185,000 Assyrian soldiers surrounding Jerusalem were killed. Isa. 37:33-38. In
609 B.C. Assyria fell to Babylon.)

The “light of Israel”, Her God, will become a fire.

His Holy One, a flame.

The God of Israel will burn and devour Assyria’s thorns and briars in a single day.
The God of Israel will destroy Assyria.

1) The glory of his forest.

2) The glory of his fruitful garden.

3) Both soul and body.

It will be like a sick man who wastes away.

Vs. 19 When God gets finished with Assyria, there will be so few trees left in its forest

that a child could count them.

Vs. 20-23  The remnant — God used Assyria to chasten Israel, but a remnant will return

to the land and they will trust in (rely on) the Lord (not Assyria — Hosea 5:12-15;
7:11-14; 8:9)

“In that day” — Deut. 30:1-10; Matt. 24:29-31
Israel (10 tribes) has been scheduled for a complete destruction. 2 Kings 17:1-20

Let there be no mistake, it is the God of Israel who will carry it out and it is the
God of Israel that will resurrect her from the dead. Ezk. 37:1-14

Verses 24-27 Unlike Israel, Judah will not be chastened by God by means of Assyria,

Zion is not to fear.

Vs. 25 God’s anger will be spent after Assyria removes Israel. He will deal with Assyria

rather than Judah.
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Vs. 26 God will deal with Assyria the way He dealt with:
1) The Midianites by Gideon. Judges 7:1-24
2) The two Midianite leaders at the rock of Oreb. Judges 7:25
He will deal with Assyria the way he dealt with Pharaoh in Egypt.
Vs. 27 God will lift the Assyrian burden and yoke from Judah. Isa. 9:4
Verses 28-34 Assyria’s defeat
1) Aiath —same as Ai. Joshua 7:1-26
2) Migron — located between Aiath and Michmash. 1 Sam 14:2
3) Michmash — 9 miles northeast of Jerusalem. 1 Sam 13:2; 14:5; Neh. 11:31

4) Geba, Ramah, Gibeah of Saul — all cities in a line in the path between Assyria
and Judah.

5) Gallim 1 Sam. 25:44
6) Laishah — only here in Isaiah 10.
7) Anathoth — listed 16 times — given to the tribe of Benjamin. Joshua 21:18

8) Madmenah — another town in Benjamin, not far from Jerusalem (in Isa. 25:10
the same Hebrew word is translated manure pile).

9) Gebim — a small place north of Jerusalem. Today it is called el-Isawiyeh.

Vs. 32 Nob (1 Sam. 21:1-10) — God will stop Assyria at Nob, Assyria will shake her fist
at the temple of God in Jerusalem.

Vs. 33-34  God will cut down the forest of Assyria.
He will lop off the heavy branches of the trees.
He will cut down the tall and lofty trees.
He will thin out the thickets.

And Assyria (the forest of Lebanon) will fall by the mighty one.

Note: The Holy Spirit is mentioned more in the book of Isaiah than in any other
O.T. book —Isa. 11:2; 30:1; 32:15; 34:16; 40:13; 42:1; 44:3; 48:16; 59:21;
61:1; 63:10-11, 14

He will delight in the fear of the Lord (Prov. 9:10). To fear God is to respond to
Him in awe, trust, obedience and worship.

He will not judge the world by the typical human approach (superficial) swayed
by what He hears and sees.

But in contrast to verse 3; He will judge with righteousness and fairness in
contrast to the present leaders of Israel. Isa. 10:1-2

The poor and the afflicted of the earth will be the beneficiaries of His justice, and
the wicked will be slain!

Note: This being a description of the reign of Christ during the millennium —
death will continue for the lost during the 1,000 years; the second advent of
Christ brings to an end the death of any of the saved. Rev. 20:5-6

3) The return from Assyria (Isa. 10:20-23) will be like Israel’s exit from Egypt.
The nations of the earth will be talking about it for 1,000 years!

Babylon — 13:1-14:27 (21:1-10)

1) Lays in the land of Shinar (Gen 10:10), about 50 miles south of Baghdad!
There is no disagreement on its location.

2) Encircled by a double system of walls:

a) inner wall — 21 feet thick containing towers at sixty foot intervals.
b) outer wall — 11 feet thick.
c) some ancient writings claim the walls covered 56 miles.

3) The main road through the city was 40 to 50 feet wide and paved with stone.
Some have been found inscribed with “I am Nebuchadnezzar, King of
Babylon. I paved the road of Babylon with mountain stone for the procession
of the mighty lord Marduk. May Marduk, my lord, grant me eternal life.”
(Marduk was the city’s primary deity — came into prominence in the 18"
century B.C.)

4) There were more than fifty shrines within the city, fifteen of them built by
Nebuchadnezzar — Jer. 50:38. One ancient text speaks of there being “180

open-air shrines for Ishtar” and more than 1,800 pedestals or sacred places for
other deities.

5) Hammurabi (1792-1750 B.C.) enlarged the city and made it prosperous.
6) The Assyrians controlled it beginning in 710 B.C.

7) Nebopolassar, Nebuchadnezzar’s father took control of the city in 626 B.C.
Nebuchadnezzar made it the base of his exploits in 605 B.C.

8) Within the reign of Nebuchadnezzar:
a) in 604 B.C., Jehoiakim of Judah became his vassal. 2 Kings 24:1-4

b) in 597 B.C., Jerusalem came under the direct rule of Babylon.
2 Kings 24:10-20

c¢) in 586 B.C. Jerusalem was destroyed. 2 Chron. 36:5-20
9) The city declined after the death of Nebuchadnezzar.
10) It was conquered next by the Medes and allowed to deteriorate.

11) In 331 B.C., Alexander the Great conquered the Medes and was proclaimed
king in the city.

12) Trajan visited the city in 115 A.D.
13) In 199 A.D. it was reported to be deserted.

The oracle (burden — to be lifted or carried) a message that was heavy or
burdensome to deliver!

Note: Oracle is a common expression found in the prophetic books indicating
that delivering these kinds of messages for God was not easy.

ISATIAH - Chapter 14

. 1 When — then. Israel’s situation as described in Isa. 9:16-17 is temporary. It is
never a question of “if”, but rather of “when”!

“Jacob” and “Israel” refer to all 12 tribes. Ex. 19:3
. Ib-2 Non-Israelites will come and join themselves to the nation of Israel, i.e. rather
than Israel being exiled into other nations, other nations will serve Israel. (Israel

will be the head and they will be the tail.) Isa. 56:6-8; 60:10-22; 61:5-7

. 3-4a In that day — the day spoken of in verses 1-2 — Israel (Jacob) will sing a song
verses 4b-21, a “taunt”.

Verses 4b-11 — refers to the earthly king of Babylon.
Verses 12-19 — refers to Lucifer, son of the mourning.

4b-6

1) The king of Babylon is the oppressor who causes “fury” among the people.
vs. 4,6

2) He has subdued the nations
a) in anger
b) with unrestrained persecution
3) The Lord has broken his staff, the scepter of rulers.
. 7-8 His death brings rest, peace, and joy (singing) to the entire region.

This rest is pictured symbolically by the great cedar trees of Lebanon saying they
are safe from being carried down to provide tribute to the king.

.9-10 Sheol — the place of the departed dead is excited over the prospect of receiving
the king. The kings who have preceded him to this place rise from their thrones
to greet him. They are amazed that he had become weak and dead like them,
vs. 10.

. 11 Pomp and the music of harps have been replaced with maggots and worms. The
greatest of rulers...

. 12 The fall of Satan under the image of the fall of the king of Babylon. Isaiah is
looking back from the tribulation event.

1) How you have fallen — from covering cherub (Ezk. 28:12-15) to going down
to the pit like a trampled corpse. Isa. 14:19

Maggots and worms are now your covering. Isa. 14:11
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2) You have been cut down to the earth (Lk. 10:18) — Satan has been defeated
and the experience of the 70 is proof.

Rev. 12:7-9 The angel who would not rebuke Satan has now defeated him,
casting him out of heaven.

Note: That prior to this yet future event, Satan is living in heaven. Job 1:6-7;
Job 2:1-2 In Lk. 22:31-32, Satan “demanded by asking” to have you, that

he may sift you. The implications is that Satan appeared personally before God
with this request. What about Eph. 6:11-12? Satan is still in his original “abode”
and will remain there until Rev. 12:7-9.

3) You have weakened the nations.
Vs. 13-14 Lucifer’s sin — 5 “I wills” (the first sin to be committed in the universe).

1) Iwill ascend to heaven — the home of God. 2 Cor. 12:1-4; Rev. 4:2-5:14
a) The abode of the angels is evidently on a plane, which exists between
God’s heaven and man’s realm. When Christ seated Himself in heaven
after His resurrection, He is said to have been seated above the angels.
Eph. 1:20-21
b) Even though Satan (an angel along with the other “sons of God”) has

access to both the upper and lower spheres, his abode was in the middle
level.

c) Satan, in a form of self-promotion, determined that his abode should
be higher than the level God created His kind to occupy.

d) Men are said to be elevated to the highest sphere as a result of Christ’s
finished work. A Sphere that is stated to be higher than the angels.
John 14:3; 17:21-24; Heb. 2:10; 10:19-20
e) All of the above, in light of the statement that Satan was the covering
cherub; possibly a position which does not include living above the
throne?

2) I will raise my throne above the stars of God.

a) The stars. Job. 38:7; Rev. 12:3-4

b) Being the covering cherub of God’s throne did not satisfy...to raise His
own.

c) Satan, in some respect has a throne for he has a kingdom.

Assyria — 14:24-32

1) Assyria was founded, before 2000 B.C. by colonists from Babylon. For
many centuries there was conflict between the two.

a) About 1300 B.C., Shalmanesser I, positioned Assyria to dominate
Babylon and he ended up ruling the whole Euphrates valley.

Then Assyria declined.
b) Tiglath-Pileser I (1120-1100) made Assyria again a great kingdom.
Then another period of decline.

c) From 885-607, Assyria became a world empire.
This is our primary period covering Biblical chronology.

2) Overview
Assyria carried Israel away in captivity, 734-722.
Babylon carried Judah away in captivity, 605-586.
Assyria was the north part of the Euphrates-Tigris valley.
Babylon was the south part of the Euphrates-Tigris valley.
Nineveh became the capital of the Assyria Empire.
Babylon became the capital of the Babylonian empire.

Nineveh and Babylon are about 300 miles apart.

3) The annuls of the Assyrian kings list the names of ten Hebrew kings.
4) Assyrian policy was to deport conquered peoples to other lands, replacing
them with other deportees. This reduced the nationalism of their conquered

peoples and made it easier to control and dominate.

5) Assyria was a warring and robber nation. They built their state with the loot
of other peoples. They practiced severe cruelty. They:

a) Skinned their prisoners alive.

b) Cut off their hands, feet, noses, ears.
c) Put out their eyes.

d) Pulled out their tongues.

e) Made mounds of human skulls.

All the above to produce terror in the hearts of those they conquered.

. 25 After using Assyria (Isa. 10:5-6) apart from Assyria’s intention (Isa. 10:7); God

is going to destroy the Empire. Isa. 37:21-38

.26 Assyria

1) Who planned to rule the earth.

2) Who stretched out his hand against all nations.

. 27 Has come up against the God of Israel and will, therefore, be removed from any

significance in the affairs of man.
28-32 See the notes on Philistia.

28 Isaiah received this oracle in the year king Ahaz died. 715 B.C.

. 29 Do not rejoice Philistia (all of you) for the rod that struck you — House of David —

(I Sam. 17:1-58) is broken — at this point in history Philistia was in control of
several of the cities of Judah at the time of the giving of this oracle.

1) Hezekiah, the successor of Ahaz, recovered those cities and defeated the
Philistines in their own land. 2 Kings 18:1-8

2) Yet the prophecy is about a “viper coming out of the serpent’s root and its
fruit being a flying serpent.”

a) The Jewish writings say that these are Hezekiah — the viper and
Messiah — the flying serpent.
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b) Or the viper is the Davidic government of the immediate future and
the flying serpent is the ultimate Davidic government of the kingdom age.

Vs. 30 The fulfillment of God’s plan will mean peace for Israel and death for Philistia.

Those who currently are helpless, needy, insecure, and threatened will eat, lie
down in security, and see their oppressors removed. Zeph. 3:12-17

Vs. 31 Rejoicing Philistia (vs. 29) will wail and cry! They will all melt away because the
God of Israel will bring an army from the north. An army that is so all-destroying
that not one of its ranks will fall away from its destructive formation.

Vs. 32 The messengers, who will come from all the nations who come to see how Israel
has fared, will all reply with one mouth.

Zion stands unshakened.

Protected by its God.
The people of this God concealed in Zion.
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ISATIAH - Chapter 15
The Oracle concerning Moab. Isa. 15:1 — 16:14

The fulfillment of this oracle is said to occur in three years from the time of its delivery.
Isa. 16:13-14

For centuries, Moab had been an enemy of Israel.
1) Moab was a son born to Lot and his eldest daughter. Gen 19:30-38
2) God gave them the land of Ar. Deut. 2:8-11

3) Moab attempted to destroy Israel toward the end of her wilderness wanderings
(by means of Balaam). Num. 22:1-7ff

4) Because of this action the Moabites were permanently excluded from the
assembly of Israel. Deut. 23:3-6

5) During the time of the judges, Israel was oppressed by the Moabites
(Judges 3:12-14) for 18 years.

6) Saul fought Moab. 1 Sam. 14:47
7) David defeated Moab. 2 Sam. 8:1-2, 11-12

8) Solomon built a high place for Chemosh the “detestable idol of Moab” at the
urging of his Moabites wife. 1 Kings 11:7-8

9) Moab was forced to pay tribute to Ahab, king of Israel. 2 Kings 3:1-4 After
Ahab died (853 B.C.) Mesha, king of Moab, rebelled against Joram (Jehoram),
but was defeated. 2 Kings 3:5-27

10) In Isaiah 15 & 16, God is going to remove Moab.

Vs. 1 In one night Ar and Kir of Moab (2 major cities) are to fall (by Assyria). There
will be such a destruction that their refugees will flee as far as Zoar, vs. 5.

Vs. 2 Dibon, Nebo, Medeba are the other main cities of Moab. Jer. 48:15-47 describes
in great detail this destruction.

A bald head and a beard that has been cut off is a sign of humiliation.
2 Sam. 10:1-5; Micah 1:16; Liv. 21:1-5

Vs. 3 Girded with sackcloth — cloth made of black goat’s hair, coarse, rough, used for
sacks, worn by mourners, and as a sign of repentance. Isa. 3:24

Everyone is wailing, dissolved in tears, bewailing the loss of all of their cities.

Vs. 4 Two additional cities are referenced in the destruction. Moab’s soldiers wail
because they cannot stop the destruction coming upon their people and cities.
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Vs. 5 Isaiah is emotionally affected by Moab’s distress. They flee the invading
Assyrians going south into Edom. Zoar was the northern most Edomite city,
directly south of the Dead Sea.

Eglath-Shelishiyah, Luhith, Horonaim; 3 more cities in ruin. (Again paralleled in
Jer. 48)

Vs. 6-8 The whole entire territory of Moab is included in God’s judgment. Great cities
who are now lost to history, remembered by no one.

Vs. 9 The water supply is bloody, destruction is massive. It will be as if the fleeing
survivors are being chased by a lion (review the barbarity of the Assyrians).

Moab should send an offering to Jerusalem if she wants safety. Why? Because
the God who is behind all judgment has already promised deliverance for
Jerusalem when Assyria sets her sights upon her.

Moab’s gods can
neither see nor hear.

Vs. 13 Moab has by now already suffered at the hand of God.

Vs. 14 But now...within three years the glory of Moab will be degraded. A great nation
will become a remnant — very small and very impotent.
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ISATIAH - Chapter 17

Damascus (Aram)

Vs. 1

1) The capital of Aram headed by Rezin (joined to Israel) [Isa. 7:8; 17:3] is
located about 133 miles north of Jerusalem.

2) First mentioned in the Bible during the life of Abraham. Gen 14:14-20,
esp. vs. 15.

3) When God promised Abraham that he would bear a son of promise, Abraham
asked God to use his servant Eliezer, who was from Damascus, to fulfill the
promise. Gen. 15:1-3

4) It is again mentioned in the life of King David. 2 Sam 8:5

5) In the reign of Solomon, Rezon became leader of a band who revolted from
Hadadezer. 1 Kings 11:23-25 The time between Abraham and David was about
1,000 years!

6) During the life of Isaiah, God united Israel and Aram (headed by Damascus)
to oppose Judah. 2 Kings 15:37

7) The Arameans were conquered by the Assyrians and the city of Damascus
was destroyed. The inhabitants were carried off into Assyria. 2 Kings 16:7-9
(Isa. 7:8; 17:1; Jer. 49:23-24; Amos 1:5)

8) The Arameans remained a vassal of Assyria until the capture of Nineveh by
the Medes in 625 B.C.

9) The land area of Aram was invaded by the Romans in 64 B.C. and Damascus
became the seat of power under Roman rule.

10) Paul was saved in Damascus. Acts 9:1-25
11) Paul visited Damascus on his return from Arabia. Gal. 1:16-17
12) Paul’s public ministry began in Damascus. Acts 9:18-25
13) In 634 A.D., Damascus was conquered by the Moslems.
In 1516, it came under the rule of the Turks.
It is now the largest city in Asiatic Turkey.
(Aram = Syria)
The heavy message given by God to be delivered by Isaiah — the capital city of

Aram, who had aligned itself with Israel, is to be defeated by the Assyrians
(note vs. 4). Damascus the city would become a pile of ruins.
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Vs. 2-3  The cities of Aroer are cities in Moab?
The cities around Damascus will be deserted and animals will make the ruins
their home.
Both Ephraim (Israel) and Damascus (Aram) are slated to be defeated. Assyria
defeated Aram in 732 B.C. and Israel in 722 B.C.

The glory of the sons of Israel (God’s chosen ones) will be like those cities.

Vs. 4,7,9 In that day (appears to refer to the immediate historical situation rather than
the tribulation and millennium).

Vs. 4-6 In that day:
the glory of Jacob will fade.
the fatness will become lean.
the appearance of a field will be as when the reaper removes the grain.

like one gleaning grain in the valley of Rephaim (Josh 15:8; 18:16) — a fertile area
west of Jerusalem. (The breadbasket of the land) stripped of its grain.

like an olive tree after it has been shaken; with a handful of olives on the top
branches.

so few people left after the slaughter.
Vs. 7-8 In that day:

the inhabitants of the land will be faced with the reality that only the God of Israel
can respond!

the altars he has built.

the Asherim poles — the stem of a tree shaped into an image and planted in the
ground. Ex. 34:11-14; Judges 6:24-26 At times they were made of silver or of
carved stone. 2 Kings 21:1-7 (Manasseh was the son of Hezekiah)

cannot help in the day of calamity.

Vs. 9-11 In that day:

their strong cities will be like forsaken places in the forest — overgrown with
underbrush.

like branches from the vineyard abandoned.
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Israel has forgotten their God, the rock of their refuge.
they live like tomorrow is guaranteed, But (Matt. 24:37-39)

the harvest will be a heap.
a day of sickliness.
a day of incurable pain.

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ISATIAH - Chapter 18
Cush or the Cushites

1) A Black people group mentioned 54 times in Scripture. They were a
continuous civilization that stood as one of the major powers in the ancient Near
East for over 2500 years. Ancient references and paintings supports the fact that
these people are Negros.

2) The Greeks later called every black people group south of Egypt “Ethiopian”
(the burnt faces). The Septuagint translated the term “Cush” as “Ethiopia” in
keeping with the Greek understanding of the day in which the translation was
made.

Note: The Romans called them “Nubians.”

3) The most important commodity in Cush was gold — “the general gold mine of
the ancient world.” Due to this fact, the Egyptians of the 9" and 10" dynasties
(2160-2040 B.C.) conducted military campaigns into Cush. As a result, the
Cushites began appearing in other areas of Egyptian society including the
pharaoh’s royal households.

By the end of the Middle Kingdom (about 1800 B.C.), Cush was largely under
Egyptian control (virtually a part of Egypt). This fact will influence the time
period of Moses and the Exodus.

4) As Egypt weakened, the strength of Cush began to rise.

In 720 B.C., the Cushite king (Piye) led the first successful invasion of Egypt in
over 1000 years. Cush lost control over Egypt in 663 B.C. when the Assyrians
completely destroyed the city of Thebes (Nahum 3:8-10, No-amon-Thebes), the
capital of Upper Egypt. From this time forward, Cush was never able to exert
control over Egypt again.

5) Biblical references:

a) Genesis 2:10-14 and 10:6-12

1) Gen. 2:13, Gihon flowed around the whole land of Cush — pre-
Noahic flood!!

2) Gen. 10:6, Cush was a son of Ham — Cush was black!
Incident of Gen. 9:18-27 — the theory surrounding where the black
race came from. Why Canaan and the curse? The curse is not on

the Hamites, but on the Canaanites!

3) Gen. 10:8-12, also states that Cush was the father of Nimrod,
who founded the Mesopotamian civilization.
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b) Numbers 12:1-16
Miriam and Aaron spoke against Moses because he married a
Cushite. As a result of the conflict, Miriam was judged and
Moses was reaffirmed. Does this mean that Moses’ family
objected to this interracial marriage, but God approved, vs. 3-15?

¢) 2 Sam. 18:19-33

After the defeat of Absalom’s army, Joab chose a Cushite to
take the news of Absalom’s death to David, vs. 20-21.

d) 2 Chron. 14:9-15

War between Asa and the Cushites.
e) 2 Chron. 12:1-3

The Cushites were mercenaries for the Egyptians.
f) Jeremiah 13:23

Some things in life are unchangeable — the sinful behavior of Judah
was so habitual that it had become unchangeable like skin color!

g) Jeremiah chap. 38-39
1) Jeremiah delivered the message from God to Judah, 38:1-3.
2) The king and his officials didn’t like what they were being told
(38:4), so they took Jeremiah and threw him into a well to die,

38:5-6.

3) A Cushite (Ethiopian), an official in the king’s palace, rescued
Jeremiah, 38:7-13 (Cushites held places of high honor in Judah).

4) The rest of the story, 38:14-39:14.
5) Ebed-Melech, the Cushite, is blessed by God because he
believed in the God of Isracl when there was “no one left” in Judah
who did, 39:15-18.

h) Isaiah 11:11;45:14-25; Zeph. 3:9-10

kingdom age.

Note: Cush is synonymous with Sudan, not Ethiopia.

Alas, (Woe) oh land of...this word is an interjection of distress or of a threat
voiced in the face of coming disaster. The word occurs 22 times in the book of
Isaiah, more than any other prophetic book of the Bible. (Woe or alas)
Whirring wings may refer to locusts.
lies beyond the river — Cush was divided up by branches of the Nile. Isa. 18:7
Envoys who travel in papyrus vessels. Job. 9:26
a people who were tall (fearsome) and smooth. Isa. 18:7
a people feared.

a powerful and oppressive nation.

“All the people of the world” (represented in the Cushites) should wait upon the
Lord.

Historically the Cushites had established themselves in Egypt by 714 B.C.
Assyria was a problem for all the peoples of the land. God through the prophet
Isaiah warns the Cushites not to involve themselves in opposition to Assyria.
When the time comes, and was coming soon, the world will see “the standard
raised” and “hear the trumpet sound,” Assyria will fall!

Vs. 4-6  God has told Isaiah.

I will look from my dwelling place quietly (God from heaven or Isaiah from
earth?) What will He see?

1) God’s plan for dealing with Assyria will be just like the summer heat and
harvest dew. You sit around and watch it wondering if that which follows
it will ever come! Why the delay? When God has finished using Assyria
to deal with Israel (10 nations) [Isa. 10:12, 25, 28-32], He will stop her
and destroy her.

2) God will cut them off just when they, like grapes, were beginning to ripen
(to extend their empire).

3) They will be left on the mountains as food for wild birds in the summer
and wild animals in the harvest time.
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Vs. 7 After the Lord completes His work (at the time of the destruction of Assyria or
possibly at the time of the millennium), The Cushites will bring their offerings to
the God of Israel in Jerusalem. Zech. 14:16 Will they not come thank “their
God” for how He spared them?

Note: God’s message to the Cushites is not an oracle. He will spare them from
going up against Assyria.

God’s oracle concerning Egypt — Isaiah 19:1-20:6 (Cush is included in
chapter 20).

4) These foreigners were driven out and:

The New Kingdom was established under the leadership of the Rameses and
others. Ex. 1:8-14 & ff

1) After Rameses III, Egypt fell into decay.

2) Solomon married the daughter of one of the last kings of the 21
dynasty. 1 Kings 11:1

3) When Solomon became old, God used Pharaoh to begin to cause
deterioration in the house of David. 1 Kings 11:9-22; 14:25-28
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4) In the time of Hezekiah, Egypt was conquered by the Cushites, who
formed the 25" dynasty.

Egypt was still a factor at the time of the Babylonian captivity. Jer. 37:5-11

Vs. 1 Having paused for Cush, we return to our series of “burdens” given to Isaiah to
deliver. (Remembering that Chapter 20 places Cush with Egypt.)

The Lord is riding on a swift cloud. Ps. 18:7-15 (Our study of Revelation and
the picture of God and His connection with the clouds.)

Upon His arrival:
1) the idols of Egypt will tremble.
2) the hearts of the Egyptians will melt within them.
NOTE:
1) Egypt was often looked to for assistance in times of trouble — she will
be no help, for the time of her judgment has come.
2) Her gods:
Hapi or Apis — bull god, god of the Nile.
Isis — goddess of the Nile.
Khnum — ram god, guardian of the Nile.
Heget — goddess of birth, with a frog head
Set — god of the desert.
Re — sun god.
Hathor — goddess with a cow head.
Nut — sky goddess.
Osiris — god of storms.
Min — god of reproduction.
Pharaoh’s first born son — to become a god.
None of them could help when God called His people out of Egypt and
none will be able to help when God sends the Assyrian king, Esarhaddon,

upon Egypt in 671 B.C.

Vs. 2 Along with an external attack, God will cause the Egyptians to turn upon each
other. Judges 7:19-22; 1 Sam. 14:20; 2 Chron. 20:22-24, etc.
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Vs. 3  Consequently, the Egyptians will become demoralized.

God will confound their strategy.

God will drive them into the arms of their gods!

Vs. 4 Esarhaddon of Assyria will carry out God’s will. (Look at the notes on the cruelty

of the Assyrians.) How things have changed. Ex. 1:11

Vs. 5-8 Egypt’s entire economy depended upon the Nile River.

. 14 These things have not just happened — it is the Lord at work. If the Lord has
purposed — who can stay His hand?

. 15 Neither the leaders (the head and the palm branch), nor the common population
(the tail and the reed), can hold back God’s judgment.

NOTE: 2050-1800 B.C. — Zoan was Egypt’s capital city.
Memphis was the first capital of United Egypt.
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Vs. 16-17 In that day (vs. 16, 18, 19, 23, 24) Egypt will know the true God of Israel. In
contrast with Isaiah’s day when Judah looked to Egypt for help, a time will come
when the reverse will occur.

The Egyptians will be like women — in fear of Judah because of the relationship
He has with Judah.

Vs. 18 Five cities — the rest of Egypt.
Speaking the language of Canaan — Hebrew — they are in the land.
City of destruction (Sun in other manuscripts) — Heliopolis.
Vs. 19-22  An alter to the Lord will be in her center.
A pillar recognizing the God of Israel will be displayed near her border.
Salvation will come to Egypt. Zech. 14:16-21
In Isaiah’s day — say “what”
In the last day — Yes
Vs. 23 The Assyrians will be included in the saved of that day.
Vs. 24-25 What a day that day will be.
Assyria, Egypt, and Israel as one.

Gen. 12:3 — “all the families of the earth shall be blessed.”
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ISATIAH - Chapter 20

Vs. 1 Some in Judah wanted to form an alliance with Cush and/or Egypt to help stave
off the Assyrian threat.

In that year — 711 B.C.

The commander Tartan, Sargon’s general. 2 Kings 18:17
Sargon — king of Assyria from 722 to 705 B.C.

Ashdod — one of the five cities of the Philistines.

The capture of Ashdod was to signal to the Judahites that they could not count on
foreign assistance.

Vs. 2 for 3 years, Isaiah did not wear his outer garment of sackcloth (2 Kings 1:8) or his
sandals.

Vs. 3-4 “Even as — so”

Egypt and Cush will be treated by Assyria the same way Isaiah has appeared —
naked.

Vs.5 “Then”
Judah shall be dismayed and ashamed.
Vs. 6 “So” —in that day — when Cush and Egypt fall Judah will realize that they who

they have trusted in for help will have perished and Judah reduced to trusting in
the Lord their God.
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ISATAH - Chapter 21
The oracle concerning — the wilderness of the sea — received by Isaiah as a harsh vision!
NOTE: this section speaks of the defeat of Babylon. This defeat will cause groaning,
anguish, and the pains of a woman in labor to the Judahites. This could not be Babylon’s
destruction by the Medo-Persian Empire because the result of that event was the re-

establishment of Judah in the land. What historical event could it be referring to?

1) Area— area around the gulf known today as the Persian Gulf, that is, territory
near Babylon.

2) In 722 B.C. (same year Assyria defeated and carried off into captivity the ten
tribes of Israel), a Chaldean prince from this area, called Merodach-baladan

(Isa. 39:1), revolted against Assyria, captured the city of Babylon and was
crowned “King of Babylon.”

3) Elam (Isa. 21:2) supported his revolt.

4) In 710 B.C., Sargon, king of Assyria, defeated and evicted Merodach from the
city.

5) Sargon died in 705 B.C. and was replaced by Sennacherib.

6) In 702 B.C., Sennacherib devastated the entire Persian Gulf region, crushing
both the Chaldeans and Elam.

Hezekiah, king of Judah, and other members of his court felt that by forming an alliance
with Merodach that Judah could protect themselves from Assyria. Isa. 39:1-8 Isaiah’s
message to Judah in chapter 21 — it’s not going to happen! No one will stop Assyria but
God, and Judah needs to refocus their thinking!

As...s0 it comes.

Merodach, who arose suddenly from the desert regions, will revolt against Assyria.

Vs. 2 God gave Isaiah a “harsh vision” — Judah’s belief (hope) that the Chaldeans will
save them will disappear.

Elam and Media will attack Babylon and free it from Assyria.
I — Merodach — have made an end to the groaning caused by Assyria.

The Assyrian Empire had caused most nations to groan under her devastation.
Merodach believes that he can liberate the entire region.

Vs. 3-5 Isaiah’s reaction to the event is next given — pain, bewilderment, horror.

In contrast to the Judahites, who assumed that all would surely be well! Rather
than feasting, they should be preparing for war. Matt. 24:37-39
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Vs. 6 Isaiah is told by God to have someone posted as a lookout.
Vs. 7-9 What will this lookout see? The Babylonians.

1) Riders riding from the battle reporting the utter destruction that is taking
place.

2) Fallen, fallen is Babylon (destroyed in 689 B.C.).
3) All their idols are shattered on the ground.

Vs. 10 Judah’s last hope (apart from their God) of deliverance from Assyria is crushed!
No one will be able to stop Assyria (except Judah’s God).

These 10 verses are the word of the Lord — Isaiah saw it and he has faithfully delivered it.

Edom — area southeast and southwest of the Dead Sea on opposite sides of the Arabah.
1) Edom —“red” or “ruddy” — characterizes the red sandstone terrain of much of
the area — wilderness, semi desert, not very well used for agriculture — its
population was mostly nomadic. Isa. 63:1; Jer. 49:22; Amos 1:11-12
(Bozrah was its capital.)
2) Descendents of Esau. Gen. 36:1-43
3) Also called Seir. Gen. 32:3, 36:8; Judges 5:4
4) Forms the southern border of the Promised Land. Num. 34:3-4; Josh. 15:1-3

5) Teman was a district of Edlom. Amos 1:12; (one of Job’s comforters, Eliphaz,
was a Temanite) Job 2:11; Ezk. 25:13

6) Because Esau was a brother of Jacob, Edom is occasionally referred to as a
brother.

7) Jacob stole the birthright of Esau (Edom). Gen. 27:30-41

8) Edom refused to allow Israel to pass through his territory when God brought
him out of Egypt. Num. 20:14-21

9) Both Saul and David (2 Sam. 8:14) conducted warfare against the Edomites.

10) God used “Hadad, the Edomite” as an adversary to both David and Solomon.
1 Kings 11:14-22

11) Edom became a vassal of Judah during the reign of Jehoshaphat

(1 Kings 22:47) and successfully came out from under their domination during the
reign of Joram. 2 Kings 8:20-22 Amaziah also fought against Edom

(2 Chron. 25:11-12) and defeated them.
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12) Eventually, Edom was “absorbed” by the Assyrians, Babylonians, Persians,
and Greeks.

13) In N.T. times, the area of Edom (Petra) was called Idumea. Mk. 3:7-8
Herod, the Great, was of Idumean ancestry.

Vs. 11-12 The oracle concerning Edom (Seir) — even though mourning might be
coming, it will be followed by another night. Joshua 24:4

Vs. 13-17 The oracle concerning Arabia — a peninsula lying between the Red Sea on the
west and the Persian Gulf on the east, incorporating over 1,200,000 square miles
of territory.

1) Home to the Arabs who are described as the nomadic occupants.

2) Present day Saudi Arabia, two Yemens, Oman, the United Arab Emirates,
Qatar, Kuwait, as well as parts of Iraq, Syria, Jordan, and the Sinai Peninsula.

The Dedanites were a tribe from southern Arabia.
Tema was an oasis in northwestern Arabia. Job. 6:19; Jer. 25:23
Kedar was in northern Arabia. Isa. 42:11

This oracle discusses the difficult times the people of Arabia will experience under the
hand of Assyria within one year:

1) All the splendor of Kedar will end.
2) They will run for their lives from the sword.

It will happen because the Lord God of Israel has spoken!

ISATAH - Chapter 22

The oracle concerning the “valley of vision” — Jerusalem, vs. 9-10 (Ps. 125:1-2;
Jer. 21:11-14). Also, the Kidron Valley runs between 2 hills directly east of the
city, Ezk. 37:1-14 (there are several other valleys that run through the city).

All of Jerusalem has gone up to “the housetops.” Matt. 24:17

Assyria is gathering outside the city of Jerusalem. God has already declared that
its inhabitants will not be taken by Assyria. Isa. 10:20, 23-34 It is time for Judah
to trust in the Lord their God and see His deliverance. Instead, they will trust in
their own efforts, vs. 9-11.

The question — “What is the matter with you?”’!

Judah was “living the life.” They had been cared for by their God! Unlike so
many of the cities round about them who perished because of the sword of
Assyria, they had been providentially spared.

Rather than believe — the leaders had run, and were captured by the Assyrians.
How far away does one have to run to exceed the reach of the Lord?

Therefore, Isaiah says — don’t watch me for I am about to weep for my people — if
only they would listen and obey. Rom 9:1-5

For the Lord will not always strive with Judah. Even though He will spare them
this day with the Assyrians, He has appointed a day when He will use the
Babylonians to carry out His judgment against this very people.

Elam — Jer. 49:34-39 (mentioned 29 times in the O.T.)
Kir — a place to which Tiglath-Pileser carried the Syrians captive after he had
taken the city of Damascus. 2 Kings 16:9

Vs. 7 Jerusalem was unable to defend herself, but she never turned to the Lord.

Vs. 8-10 It was the Lord who had removed Judah’s defenses and rather than turning to

the Lord, Judah had depended on:

1) The weapons of the house of the forest. 1 Kings 7:2; 10:17

2) The waters of the lower pool. 2 Chron. 32:1-5, 30

3) Refortification of the city walls.

NOTE: A 1,777-foot tunnel has been found which was carved out of solid rock

connecting the Gihon Spring with the pool of Siloam bringing a water supply
inside the city walls of Jerusalem. It was cut out during the reign of Hezekiah.

11 The digging of this water tunnel was truly an amazing feat, but again Judah
planned to rely upon that which their hands could accomplish rather than the God
who made the water and who decreed from long ago that it would be there for His
people.

12-13 When the people saw the coming situation, a fast should have been
proclaimed. They should have been pulling out their hair (Ezra 9:3-4) and
putting on sackcloth. Instead, they had decided to “eat, drink, and be merry.”

. 14 God revealed Himself to Isaiah (Judah) — the curses of the Mosaic Law would

come upon the nation. Lev. 26:14-39; Deut. 27:15-26; 28:15-68

15-19 Shebna was a high court official involved in the negotiations with
Sennacherib, when he besieged Jerusalem. 2 Kings 18:18-37; 19:2-ff;
Isa. 36:3-22; 37:2 He had apparently decided to make a lasting name for himself
by cutting out a tomb in the rock. God had revealed through Isaiah that God was
going to deliver and Shebna, second only to the king, was spending his time
digging himself a tomb.

God’s plans for Shebna — depose him from his office and pull him down from his
station.

20-21 Eliakim, the palace administrator, would fill Shebna’s position.

22 The “key of the House of David” will pass to Eliakim.

.23 He will become like a peg in a firm place. A peg on which Judah can be hung

and he will not fall.

A throne of glory to his father’s house.

.24 Eliakim will have hung upon him the glory and possessions of his father’s house.

.25 In the short run, with all of the above being true:

God will yet bless Judah.
But,

In the end, the peg will give way and everything that is hung upon it will be
lost.

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ISATIAH — Chapter 23

Tyre Sidon

Tyre — a seaport of the Phoenicians, 25 miles south of Sidon and 15 miles north of the
present day Lebanese border with Israel. Today both Tyre and Sidon function as ports,
but the ruins of Tyre are far more extensive then those in Sidon.

1) Isa.23:12 may indicate that Tyre was a “colony” of Sidon (daughter). In
many secular writings, Sidon is treated as superior and controlling over Tyre.

2) Joshua assigned Tyre to the tribe of Asher. Josh. 19:24-31, esp. vs. 28
During the life of David and Solomon, Israel exercised some “control” over both
Sidon and Tyre. 2 Sam. 24:1-7ff

3) Hiram, king of Tyre, provided building materials to both David and Solomon.
2 Sam. 5:11; 1 Kings 5:1 (Hiram must have lived a very long life.)

NOTE: 1 Kings 16:31, Ethbaal, a grandson of Hiram, is called “King of the
Sidonians” 100 years later. (It was his daughter who became Ahab’s queen,
1 Kings 16:31)

Solomon made heavy payments to Hiram (1 Kings 5:11) and Hiram was
apparently not satisfied with those payments. 1 Kings 9:10-13

Hiram helped Israel become a seafaring power. 1 Kings 9:26-28

4) Ezekiel chapters 27 and 28, give us an extensive look at the prosperity of
Tyre, describing the city under the image of a ship. We also have one of the two
main descriptions of the fall of Lucifer under the image of the fall of the king of
Tyre.

5) Cyrus directed Tyre to provide timber for the construction of the post-exilic
temple built after the return from Babylon. Ezra 3:7

6) In 332 B.C., Alexander the Great (Greece) lay sieged to Tyre, building a
causeway out to the city after which he destroyed the city. Ezk. 26:5, 14; 47:10

7) Tyre recovered somewhat under the Romans, but then disappeared from
history in 20 B.C. under the reign of Augustus.

8) In New Testament times, Sidon and Tyre are listed together as one “concept.”
Matt. 15:21 At other times, they are treated separately. Mk. 7:31 (In this
passage, Jesus performs the only miracle recorded outside of Palestine.)

9) Matt. 11:21-22

10) Acts 12:20-23

11) Acts 27:3
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12) The chief god of the Sidonians was Eshmun, of the Tyrians was Melqart —
fertility and harvest cult (Babylon — the gods are called Ishtar and Tanmuz, in
Egypt as Isis and Osiris.)

ISATIAH — Chapter 23

The final oracle — City of Tyre.

Vs. 1

This oracle centers on the trade carried on by this great city. Though Tyre was not
destroyed until some 200 years later, her trade was cut off between 700 and
630 B.C.

1) “Ships of Tarshish” refers to large vessels that carried cargo on the open
sea. This was the kind of vessel Hiram and Solomon built to carry cargo to Israel.
2 Chron. 9:20-22 (2 Chron. 20:35-37)

2) Ezk.27:1-9 — a description of these ships.
Ezk. 27:10-25 — a description of their successful commerce.
Ezk. 27:26-36 — description of their sinking.

3) Tyre was destroyed by the Babylonians. Word of that destruction came to
Tyre’s fleet while it was docked at Cyprus, which was about 150 miles northwest
of Tyre.

Vs. 2-3 Tyre and Sidon were chief city ports of Phoenicia, which was a great seafaring

nation. The destruction of this “international” enterprise of shipping will affect
both the Phoenicians and the nations (such as Egypt) which traded by means of
her shipping enterprises.

The grain grown in the fertile land watered by the flooding Nile will be missing —
the means for its distribution destroyed!

The Sea is “personified” — given human characteristics. The wealth of Sidon had
not come by a slow means — birth process — but had produced the wealth quickly.
Self-effort was not Sidon’s source, but her wealth had come from her trading
partners, which surrounded the Mediterranean.

when Egypt, a major trading partner, hears what has happened, she will
experience great anguish.

Vs. 6-7 Tarshish was rich in silver (Jer. 10:9), iron, tin, and lead. Ezk. 27:12 Its people

will wail also because of their economic losses. Their trading center, an ancient
city (founded around 2700 B.C.), the city of Tyre is gone. Her ships, which were
used to carry people to distant places.

With Tyre being such a significant and powerful city, who could it be that has
both willed and carried out her destruction. Her princes were the honored of the
earth, who is it who could possibly do this to this city?

The Lord of Hosts, the God of Judah, the Almighty is the one!!! He will humble
this great and wealthy city (the bestower of crowns, vs. 8).

Vs. 10-13  Every Gentile power mentioned has found its end with the judgment of

Judah’s God:
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1) Tarshish
2) Canaan

3) Sidon

4) Cyprus

5) Chaldeans
6) Assyria

Vs. 14 The fleet of Tyre — the ships of Tarshish — has lost their homeport. There is
nothing to go back to.

Vs. 15-17 This 70 year period (the days of a life, Ps. 90:10) was probably from about
700 to 630 B.C. This is the period when Phoenicia’s activities were restricted by
Assyria. Assyria will be defeated by Babylon and Tyre will rise again to
prominence with trading vessels, like a prostitute who was forgotten but who
returned to her trade, singing to attract lovers to her again.

Vs. 18 Verse is hard to understand. Some believe that the 70 years coincides with the
Babylonian captivity and that the ships of Tarshish will be used to carry materials
for the rebuilding of the Temple in Jerusalem. They were used in the building of
Solomon’s Temple. We cannot be dogmatic!

Question: Whom is God speaking to when He commands them to “open
the gates” — angels?

The “steadfast” of mind (James 1:5-8) will be kept by God in “perfect peace.”
Phil. 4:6-7 Not the product of positive thinking, but the result of a faithful God.
Isa. 25:1 — because he trusts in you! The object of faith is the key, not the act of
faith.

Continue in this frame of mind of trust, for the God of the Bible never changes
(He, which began a good work, will complete it — the security of the believer rests
in the God he has believed in and not his actions of belief — if you would just
believe).

11 Isaiah’s response — if you will not listen to me then God will speak to you
through another people who will speak another language and come from a

different culture.

Vs. 12 God has offered them rest and repose if they would just listen to Isaiah, but they
would not listen.

Vs. 13 So, God will deliver to them the same message, but rather then Isaiah being the
spokesman for God, Assyria will be. Isa. 10:6 (the godless nation is Israel.)

Vs. 14 Isaiah’s focus turns once again to Judah for Jerusalem and its people are once
again the focus of his message.

Hear the Word of the Lord, those who rule in Jerusalem.

Vs. 15 The rulers of Jerusalem think they are safe because they have made a covenant
with death, a pact with Sheol.

Falsehood and deception have become their refuge.

NOTE: In the Ugaritec pantheon, death was the god of the underworld.
Apparently the leaders of Judah have attempted to form a pact “with the devil” in
an effort to spare themselves from the coming Assyrians.

Vs. 16 Therefore — thus says God! He will lay in Zion a Stone, a cornerstone, a
foundation stone.

He who believes will not be disturbed.
Eph. 2:19-22; I Pet. 2:6-10; Isa. 8:14-15; Ps. 118:22-23; Rom. 9:33

Vs. 17 God will bring about justice and righteousness, both key terms used to describe
the kingdom age.

Lies and hiding will be swept away!
Vs. 18 God will undo the damage His people have done to themselves.

They had made a pact hoping to “avoid” the consequences of the coming army
(Assyria). Isa. 28:15 God has canceled their covenant and pact. When Assyria
arrives they will be “trampled” by them (focus must be Israel and not Judah).
Isa. 10:6, 5:5
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Vs. 19 Wave upon wave will come over Israel...
Morning after morning.
Day after day.
Night after night.
Sheer terror.
Vs. 20 The bed is too short.
The blanket is too small.
Vs. 21 The Lord is the power behind Assyria! They are simply doing His bidding.

1) As at Mt. Perazim (2 Sam. 5:18-21) — the focus of God’s anger has
shifted — Israel and not the Philistines.

He is forced to act towards His own people as He once acted towards their
enemies.

2) As in the valley of Gibeon. 2 Sam. 5:22-25 (wave upon wave).

God will carry out His unusual task, His extraordinary work — slaughter and carry
away His own people.

Vs. 22 Isaiah appeals to them to stop their mocking or they will find themselves bound
even tighter in fetters.

Isaiah is speaking the words, which he has heard. (Do not kill the bearer of bad
news — consider the one he is carrying it for).

Vs. 23 Again a plea — listen and benefit from my ministry.
“Why do I make you my enemy when I tell you the truth?”
Vs. 24-28 A farmer must crush his crops if he is to get his desired result.

Dill and cumin are beaten out with a rod or stick.

Grain is ground with a millstone.

Different crops must be dealt with differently.

All of the above with a view to the end product.

It is never the farmer’s plan to destroy his crop. Each handling is in view of the

end product.

Vs. 29 The Word that God has a plan for those He temporarily “works with,” also
comes from Him. He judges, yet He binds. He breaks down, yet He lifts up.

The outward religious services will not spare Jerusalem from judgments.

God is the one who will bring distress to Jerusalem by turning it into a burning
hearth, where the inhabitants will be offered up. Isa. 7:23; 7:18-19 Unlike Israel,
God’s planned judgment upon Judah will not be complete (yet). “Jerusalem will
be like an altar hearth to Judah’s God.”

There was a time when God’s angels camped around Jerusalem to protect her
(2 Kings 6:14-17 — Dothan 12 miles north of Samaria — Ps. 68:17).

God, through Isaiah, is speaking of a near time when God will remove His
protection from her, but stop short of destroying her. Isa. 37:30-38

Jesus speaks of a near time when Jerusalem’s total destruction will be
experienced. Lk. 19:43-44 (70 A.D.)

May well describe the last 2,000 years of Jerusalem’s history, which will be
repeated one final time for the final 3 % years of this present age.

At the end of the tribulation, when all the nations of the earth will be in the
process of destroying Jerusalem, the Lord Jesus will return and put a stop to the
process. Mt. 24:21-22, 31; Rev. 19:17-19

Again, the wars and desolation experienced by Judah will be brought upon them
by the Lord, Himself.

All the nations, which He has commissioned to come against His people, will be
destroyed upon the completion of their assignment! Why? Isa. 10:7-17,
Zech. 14:2-3; Joel 3:1-3

NOTE: The conflict that the world will enter into with the nation will ultimately
center on the city of Jerusalem.
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All, who wage war against her.
who distress her shall end up as a dream or vision of the night — can no longer
be recalled!

An oracle directed at those who commit the folly of attempting to make an alliance with
Egypt to counteract the threat of Assyria. Question: What does it take to turn to God
rather than another man for help?
Vs. 1 Judah are rebellious children.
1) They execute a plan — but — note God’s plan.
2) They make an alliance — but — not of God’s Spirit.

In order to add sin to sin.

Vs. 2 Proceed down to Egypt without consulting God first. Isa. 8:19, Joshua 9:1-27,

To take refuge in...to seek shelter in. Isa. 36:1-37:7

Vs. 3 Therefore, their plan will be the basis for their shame.
The shelter they are seeking...their humiliation.
(Because vs. 1 & 2, therefore vs. 3 — that which you trusted in will become
the basis for your...)
Vs. 4 Zoan (+ Hanes) are already being visited by the rulers of Judah. How will they be
able to help? Isa. 19:11-14
(Zoan is mentioned often in the O.T. — as a synonym of Egypt.)
Vs. 5 Shame will result because Egypt will not profit them.
Egypt will not be for help or profit — but for shame and reproach.

(Once that which we have trusted in fails — it often becomes the basis for our
shame.)

Vs. 6 in order for Judah to travel to Egypt, she must travel through the Negev.
1) A difficult land — a land of distress and anguish.

a) lions
b) vipers
C) flying serpents

Judah would have carried her gifts on the backs of donkeys and camels to an
“ally” who could not help her.
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How often do we struggle to obtain something, when after it has been obtained,
becomes the basis for our sadness.)

Vs. 7 Egypt — help is vain and empty.

Egypt has been renamed by God — Rahab — a female monster associated with
Leviathan (Job 9:13), a symbol for pride! Job 26:12; Ps. 89:10

Vs. 8 Judah would not listen — Isaiah is to write this down for use in a future day —
a witness that will stand forever! Deut. 31:20-21, 26

Vs. 9-11 Israel (Judah)

1) Is a rebellious people.
2) False sons.
3) Sons who refuse to listen to God’s instruction.

Application — Christians who will not listen to God’s Word are “false
sons.”

4) Who say to the seers — receive no revelation from God.

Since you have rejected God’s (Isaiah’s) word

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Vs. 14 Like a shattered potter’s jar, so completely ruined that not a single broken piece
will be useful for any purpose.

Bozrah was the capital of Edom

Zion; Judah; Israel is a people for God, unique and special. Amos 3:2

It can only be said of Israel. Jer 31:35-37

God has scheduled a day (time) when Israel will be permanently established

among the nations. This day follows a seven year preparation period, called the
Tribulation. Zech 14:1; Isa 61:1-3; 63:1-6

Vs. 9-10 Edom’s streams shall be turned to pitch...earth-brimstone...land-burning pitch.

The land of Edom (geographical) will be turned into a wilderness; the kingdom of
Edom — destroyed. Mt. 25:45-46; 2 Pet 3:10
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Vs. 11-15  Similar to the fate of Babylon (Isa 13:19-22; 14:22-23) and Assyria.
Zeph. 2:13-15

Edom will come to nothing. Not a trace will be left to remember them by.

1. Wild birds will inhabit the empty land. vs. 11
It's nobles — gone.
It’s princes — seen as nothing, humans. vs. 12
3. It’s defenses overgrown with thorn bushes. vs. 13a
4, Jackals, ostriches, desert creatures, wolves,
goats, and night monsters will make their homes

5. Tree snakes and hawks, who have abundant
food, will nest and feed with no interference vs. 15

Vs. 16 The “book of the Lord” (Bible) has recorded God’s will and plan. Every animal
mentioned will be there (prophecy is to be taken literally).

(Jotham is not mentioned in Isaiah.)

731-715 B.C. Ahaz reigns. 2 Kings 16:1-20
715-695 B.C. Hezekiah reigns.

701 B.C. 39 years into Isaiah’s prophetic ministry, 14 years into Hezekiah’s
reign.

Sennacherib, king of Assyria, moves against Judah. 21 years prior to this
(722 B.C.) during the reign of Ahaz, Shalmaneser, king of Assyria, carried
Samaria away into captivity. 2 Kings 17:1-18

Assyria meets her undoing! Her pride (Isa. 10:12-16ff) causes God’s arm of
destruction to come down upon her after His extensive use of her. Isa. 10:5-6

NOTE: Isa. 36:2-22 and 2 Kings 18:13-37 are almost word for word identical.

Hezekiah meets the representatives of the king of Assyria in the same place that
Ahaz met the previous king of Assyria. Isa. 7:3-7ff

Hezekiah sent Eliakim, Shebna, and Joah out to meet with Rabshakeh,
Sennacherib’s representatives.

Vs. 4-7 Rabshakeh’s message to be taken back to Hezekiah from the King of Assyria:

1) What is this confidence that you have? vs. 4
2) Your counsel and strength are empty words. vs. 5
3) On whom do you rely? vs. 5
a) On Egypt and its Pharaoh — a staff that turns out to be nothing
more than a crushed reed which will end up hurting the hand that
holds it. vs. 6
b) In the Lord your God. vs. 7

C) Hezekiah is telling you He will surely deliver you. vs. 15

d) He is no more powerful than any of the other gods that Assyria has
gone up against. vs. 18-20

.7 Apparently, Sennacherib had heard of the reforms that Hezekiah had carried out
early in his reign! 2 Kings 18:1-6 He and his commander did not understand the
meaning behind Hezekiah’s acts. He may have thought that Hezekiah was no
longer depending on God since he had reduced the altars to one in Jerusalem.

. 8-9 In taunt, an offer is made. Assyria will give Judah 2,000 horses if Judah can
find 2,000 riders to put upon them.

If they can find the riders, the least of Sennacherib’s servants will be able to
defeat them single handedly and the chariots of Egypt will be of no help either.

. 10 Saying it doesn’t make it so!! Is Rabshakeh telling the truth? Isa. 10:24-25

. 11-13 Damage control! The commander of Assyria says forget it...we will lay
such a seize that those living in Judah will be forced to eat and drink their own
body waste.

. 14-15 Rabshakeh’s warning to the people of Judah:
1) Do not let Hezekiah deceive you.

2) Hezekiah will not be able to deliver you.

3) The God of Israel will not be able to deliver you. No one, nothing, can
stop the city of Jerusalem from falling to the Assyrians.

16-17 Don’t listen to King Hezekiah.
Listen to the King of Assyria!
Forget God — trust me...everything will be fine.

18-20  Again, forget the God of Israel, He is powerless! He was not able to stop

What makes the population of Judah think that the same God, who was powerless

in Samaria’s case, can stop Assyria from taking Judah? (Remember Isa. 7:8-9)

It is the God of Israel, the God of all the kingdoms of the earth that has produced
these results, vs. 27.

Nothing, nothing that Assyria has accomplished or done is outside the control and
plan of the God of Israel, vs. 28.

Because...therefore, vs. 29.

Verse 30 to 35 — So much for Assyria...God has a plan for His people Israel (more
specifically, Judah in this context).

Vs. 30 God’s word to Hezekiah:

1) You have two difficult years ahead of you while you get your crops
producing normally.

2) In the third year, it will be as if nothing ever stopped.

Vs. 31 The surviving remnant of Judah will grow into a rightly related people of God.

Vs. 32 Jerusalem — Mount Zion — will be the source of the survivors who will be
re-established.

The king of Assyria has apparently “rated” a special judgment, first his army.

Historical note: Sennacherib was assassinated 20 years later (681 B.C.) by the
two of his sons.

Esarhaddon follows Sennacherib as king of Assyria, an empire that will be

destroyed in about 76 years, when Nebuchadnezer’s father Nabopolassar begins
their destruction.

Vs. 1 Isaiah brings Hezekiah a word from the Lord.
Already sick, this is the Lord’s word concerning his future!

Sennacherib’s surrounding of Jerusalem followed Hezekiah’s sickness and
healing, vs. 6.

Merodach-baladin, mentioned in 39:1, ruled from 721 to 710 and nine
months in 703-702 B.C. (he ruled before Sennacherib’s invasion of Judah
in 701).

This means that Hezekiah was told of the Babylonian captivity awaiting
Judah before God overthrew Assyria. The Babylonian captivity was
caused by Hezekiah’s stupidity!

Hezekiah’s sickness was caused by a boil, 38:21.

Though Hezekiah was a man of God: 2 Kings 18:1-7(a)

a) He did some stupid things. Isa. 39

b) He became sick and did die!

Vs. 2-3  Hezekiah requests longer life be given him by the Lord. His request was based
on his acts done for the Lord during his life.

Vs. 4-5  God’s response to Hezekiah’s prayer.

Hezekiah died in 686 B.C., therefore, his sickness and prayer would have
occurred in 701 B.C.

Vs. 6 God’s promise to heal Hezekiah was followed by His promise to deliver

Hezekiah’s illness came in the prime of his life.

Merodach-baladan had tried to break away from the Assyrians twice. One
of those times, he had gained control over the city of Babylon.

After his second reign (nine months in 703-702 B.C.), he was deported by
Sennacherib and sent to Elam. While in Elam, he actively tried to form
alliances with other nations in his continuing effort to rid himself of the
Assyrians.

His visit to Hezekiah was probably more about this than a congratulatory
visit.

2 Chron. 32:31 states that God’s motive behind the visit was to test
Hezekiah’s heart.

Merodach-baladan’s visit preceded Sennacherib’s attack on Jerusalem in
701 (since the wealth shown by Hezekiah had not yet been given to the
king of Assyria as tribute, 2 Kings 18:13-16).

Therefore; Hezekiah’s illness, Merodach-baladan’s visit, and
Sennacherib’s attack — all three occurred in 701 B.C.

1 The visit.

.2 Hezekiah’s incredibly dumb act of pride! Also, note that King Hezekiah treats
“everything” in his dominion as if it belonged to him.

HISTORICAL NOTE: God sent Sennacherib, king of Assyria, home in 701 B.C. 115

years of continued deterioration still lies ahead for Judah followed by a
70-year captivity in Babylon. Judah’s future is certain! God has a
continuing plan for His people. As they live through these difficult
times they will be able to review and remember the word’s of Isaiah
and wait for their “renewal.”

Vs. 1-2 God begins by saying to His people that their time of trial is coming to an end.
The 70-year captivity (the 2000-year dispora) is spoken of as if it’s almost over.
Judah’s captivity was like (will be like) the hardships of war.

Her sins are the cause of her suffering.
Her sin has been paid for.
God’s blessing awaits her.
Question: At this time in history who are “God’s people?”
Who is connected with Jerusalem?

Did He not come “unto His own” first! John 1:11

Without her (our) sins being paid for, God cannot bless. Rom. 3:24-26 (“her
iniquity has been removed.”

Justice, knowledge and understanding come from Him and do not stand apart
from Him to judge Him.

1) A drop from a bucket.

2) A speck of dust on a scale.
Vs. 15b - 16 Behold:

1) The weight of the islands of the world is so insignificant when lifted up
by Him, that their weight is not noticed.

2) The forest of Lebanon:
a) not enough lumber for a sufficient offering fire.

Vs. 17 All the nations of the earth individually or corporately are as nothing when
placed before Him.

His assessment of them — less than nothing and meaningless.

The finest a rich man can make.

The Lord wants Judah to know that He is the source of these actions and that they
must not think that their experiences are the products of any other thing.

Had God chosen, He could have replaced Israel many times over and been
righteous (He owes them nothing), yet for His own praise He has not replaced
them and started over! Eph. 1:6, 12, 14

He is faithful when His chosen is faithless, because He cannot deny Himself (a
trustworthy statement, 2 Tim. 2:11-13).

Vs. 10-11 The Lord has refined and tested Israel by means of the “furnace of affliction”

though the process has not turned out like refining silver. Silver is a “pure”
product, Israel is not!

God acts “for His own sake.” 1 Sam. 12:22; Ps. 25:11; 106: 6-8;
Ezk. 20:9, 14, 22, 44; Dan. 9:17-19

My glory I will not give to another — God is the reason; there is no other reason!

Vs. 12-13 1 (Jesus) am He. John 14:8-11

You prayed — at the right time I answered.

On the appointed day to deliver — I helped you!
God will make His Servant “a covenant of the people,” i.e.: the bond, which unites Israel
and its God. Isa 42:6 Israel will be what she becomes because of Him, the result being

their restoration to the land. Deut. 30:1-6

Vs. 9-13  The servant of Jehovah falls into the background and the prophecy proceeds
with a description of the return of the people of Israel (the redeemed):

1) Bound Israel — go forth.
2) Those in darkness — show yourselves — come out into the light.

3) Their trip home will not require them to deviate from the most direct path
looking for food; God will provide for them all along the way.

4) No more hunger, no more thirst, no more being overwhelmed by the
elements.

For He will have compassion on them and guide them to...
5) All roads will lead to Jerusalem and God will lay them out.
6) They will come literally from the four corners of the earth.
Shout for joy — rejoice — God has brought His people, Israel, back home rightly related to

Him. His dispersion is over, the ten tribes have been restored, the Servant is in their
midst, and the world finally understands.

. 14 But — Contrast — verse 13 is reality; verse 14 is perception.

Jerusalem (Judah) feels that God has forsaken and, in fact, forgotten them and this
perception will reach its zenith when they are in Babylon; captive and their land is
idle.

Vs. 21 Then you will say...

NOTE: The population that returned from the Babylonian captivity did not fit
this description, therefore, a yet future time must be the focus. Remember, we
don’t know when these things will happen, but the fact that they will is beyond
doubt. Israel is the focus, not the church.

Vs. 22 Thus says the Lord God, behold, I will. (Isa. 7:17-19; 13:3-11, etc. — God moves
His creation just as He wishes.)
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Vs. 23 Gentiles will be subservient to Israel causing Israel to realize that their Lord
controls the whole world.

Those who wait for Christ during the tribulation will not be disappointed.
Mt. 24:3,14

Vs. 24-25 With humans:
1. The mighty man keeps his captives.
2. The tyrant comes out on top.
With God — nothing and no one is able to oppose Him.
Bottom line: God will contend with the one who contends with His people.
He will win.

Vs. 26 When God finishes with mankind in the tribulation, all flesh will know that Jesus

Christ is:
1. Israel’s Savior (deliverer).
2. Israel’s Redeemer.

3. The Mighty One of Jacob.
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ISATIAH - Chapter 50

Vs. 1 The Lord is “divorcing” Zion (temporarily); sending her away! She is the one
responsible for the action. Deut. 24:1-4 with Mt. 5:31, 19:7-8

NOTE: In practice a husband could give his wife a divorce certificate detailing
her fault(s) and she would be required to leave the home! God will send Judah

out of the house to Babylon with a full description of her faults.

The Lord is going to sell Judah into indentured servitude because of the great
debt, which they owe which they will never be able to repay!

Vs. 2-3 Why...When...

Judah’s (Israel’s) future will not be the result of a God who could not help; could
not rescue or ransom. God can - (He is the one who — Deut. 28:20-44).

Verses 4 through 9 The Servant is not like the nation. His relationship to “the Lord
God” (vs. 4, 5,7 & 9) is one of obedience; His desire being to do the will of the
Father even to the point of vs. 6.

Vs. 4 The Father has chosen for the servant to:

1. Sustain the weary one.
2. Listen as a disciple (what is the opposite of “to listen”).

Vs. 5 Opened the Servant’s ear and He was not disobedient.
The servant “did not turn back.”
Vs. 6 Mt. 26:67-68, 27:28-31; Mk. 14:65, 15:17-20; Lk. 22:63-65

Vs. 7 The servant was so “convinced” that the Lord God would see His work as
successful that He faced His task resolutely.

Vs. 8-9 The “mind set” of the Servant as He experiences the will of God for Himself is

shared:

1. He is near.

2. Who can take a stand against us? Rom 8:31-39
3. Let us stand up...

4. They will wear out.

5. They will be consumed.

Vs. 10 The Servant extends an invitation to all who are hearing. Rom. 10:9-15

Vs. 11 The self-reliant, who attempt to see by the light that they themselves generate
will be consumed by that light. Rom 9:30-10:4

NOTE: As to lying down in torment. Lk. 16:23, 28; Rev. 20:13-15; 21:8

Vs. 1 The Lord is directing what He is about to say to the individuals who (have been
chosen):

1. Pursue righteousness. Mt. 5:6 (Rom. 3:10-11ff); Prov. 15:9; 21:21;

Vs. 4 Pay attention...give ear.
My people...my nation.
Let me repeat once again what I will do:

My justice will extend over the entire world. Isa. 2:2-3 (repeated in Micah 4:1-3)
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NOTE: The Mosaic Law contained in commandments, statutes, and the
ordinances was the expression of God’s will to Israel to whom alone it was
addressed. Rom. 9:3-5 (Rom. 2:12, 14)

Grace teachings are addressed only to those who are in the church and
therefore are already perfected in Christ. 1 John 2:3 (His teachings) with
1 Cor. 7:12-17

Kingdom rule embodies that responsibility which will be required when
Christ is reigning on the earth; when Satan is in the pit; when righteousness and
peace shall cover the earth. This relationship with its responsibility is reflected in
the Sermon on the Mount. Mt. 5:3-ff

Vs. 5-6 In contrast, the heavens and the earth will pass away but that which the Lord has
accomplished — salvation and righteousness — will continue forever. Mt. 24:35

Christ “our righteousness” is near.
His salvation is a finished work.
He will judge. John 5:22
There will be those who wait for Him. Rev. 22:20
Vs. 7-8 Knowing God’s revealed plan “the remnant” with God’s Law within them and
eternal hope before them, should take courage (John 16:33) not allowing their

“enemies” to discourage them (reproach and reviling will come).

Contrast the two ends: What we possess is forever; what they who oppose us
possess is consumable (a moth eaten future).

Vs. 9-11 A (the) prayer of the remnant — awake, oh Lord, and give us another
“Exodus” — save your people.

Rahab is Egypt. Isa. 30:7

“Deliver from Evil”...lead us home.

The redeemed, ransomed will return.

Zion will be theirs. Mt. 24:31; Deut. 30:1-5

Vs. 12 The remnant will be living in fear — why? (Who to fear, Lk. 12:4-5) The ones
they will be fearing are only men; like grass.

Now God is telling Israel to wake up.

In their exile, Judah has experienced God’s wrath in full — she is now about to
experience His blessing.

18 No one within the nation will be found who is able to deliver her — no more
heroes (maybe they have all died).

19 Two things have befallen Judah:
1. Devastation and destruction.
2. Famine and sword.

.20 During this time of tribulation, “the son’s of Israel” will be cut down in the

Vs. 10 God’s work of grace on behalf of Israel will be seen by all the nations.
God’s holy arm (again Isa. 40:10)
Vs. 11-12 Return:
I. From Babylon.
2. From the four corners of the earth.

Your departure from; your re-gathering to will not need to be done in haste for:

1. The Lord will go before you.
2. He will also be your rear guard.
3. Your expulsion from the lands that you have been scattered throughout

will not be as “fugitives” evicted.
Unlike their departure from Egypt when they gathered from the people to

take with them, they are to bring nothing, for God has set a table for their
arrival.

d. Servant is innocent, but suffering, vs. 4, 6, 8, 9.

God never told Israel that they would suffer, though innocent — He
promised the opposite.
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Suffering servant is suffering willingly and silently, vs. 7 (Jews were
never silent, nor did it willingly).

Servant suffers a substitutionary death, vs. 4, 5, 6, 8, 10, and 11.

Nowhere do we find Israel suffering for the Gentiles — they suffer because
of the Gentiles.

Suffering of the servant brings healing to those who accept it, vs. 5, 11.

. Vs. 8, 12 — suffering servant dies (Israel never has died). Impossible to
make this apply to the nation of Israel.

Vs. 10, 11 — after dying, the servant is resurrected.

Crushed for our iniquities — vs. 5, 6, 11 (He will bear

their iniquities.)
Chastening for our well-being upon Him
By His scourging we are healed
1 Pet. 2:24; 3:18; 2 Cor. 5:21
Sheep are followers — as the lead sheep goes; so the others follow.
Each has turned his own way. 1 Pet. 2:25

But, rather than lay the consequences of our own decisions and actions upon
ourselves, God laid them upon the Servant.

Vs. 7-9  The Servant died willingly, though righteous (vs. 9), for other’s transgressions.

Sheep have a submissive nature — they can be sheared of their wool or killed as a
sacrifice and put up no resistance. Jesus, as the “Lamb of God” (John 1:29),
quietly submitted to His death.

1. He did not attempt to stop what was happening to Him.

2. He remained silent, rather than defend Himself. Mt. 26:62-63; 27:14

He was willingly led to death because...Heb. 12:2
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He was taken away for crucifixion after He was oppressed and received
judgment.

The generation that observed (participated) was unaffected and unimpressed with
what He was doing.

(They were under judicial condemnation.)

The soldiers who crucified Jesus apparently intended to bury Him as they would
the other two — God had it done differently. Mt. 27:57-60

Vs. 10-11 The heart of Christ’s finished work:
He became a guilt offering. Lev. 5:15; 6:5; 19:21; Rom. 3:21-26
His death will not be the end of Him:
1. He will see His offspring.
2. He will prolong His days — for eternity.
3. He will be blessed. Phil. 2
By means of His death — God is propitiated.

By knowledge of Him — many will be justified.

Vs. 12 Therefore...because
This section of Isaiah presents a complete picture of what the death of Jesus

Christ accomplished on behalf of Israel (John 11:49-51) and the whole world
(John 11:52; 1 John 2:2; 2 Cor. 5:14-19).

Eunuchs who receive the Lord will also be included (unlike their present state,
Deut. 23:1).

Vs. 4-8 The Eunuchs and Gentiles who have chosen the God of Israel, who:
1. Keep His Sabbaths.
2. Choose what pleases Him.
Will receive an everlasting name (Eunuch’s — not to be passed down to their
children, for they have none — must mean they will live forever), a name better
than having children.
They will be made joyful in His temple.
Their burnt offerings and their sacrifices will be acceptable (see
Dr. Fruchtenbaum’s notes on “Sacrifices Offered in the Millennium” from his

“Isrealology” series.)

NOTE: Non Jews who have joined themselves to Israel continue to be seen as
separate from the nation.
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God concludes this section with a declaration of His plan.
Verses 9-12 — Warning to those who refuse to respond positively to the call.

Vs. 9 A call will be sent out to the beasts of the field and forest to gather for a great
feast. Rev. 19:17-18; Ezk. 39:17-29

Vs. 10-11 Israel’s watchmen are:
1. Blind.

2. Know nothing.

3. Mute...unable to make a sound.

9. Turned to their own way...to unjust gain to the last one.

Vs. 12 The watchmen’s word, attitude and mind set.

Vs.1-2  Righteous men perish (early in life) and nobody cares. Why are devout men
“prematurely” removed from the earth? Ps. 73:1-28; Eccl. 2:15-16, 7:15, 8:14

Does not anyone think of the truth that:

6:6-ff, you have turned them into sexual
perversity and have even called it a demonstration of your faith, vs. 8.

You travailed at all costs, even death, to practice your idolatry. No matter
how difficult, hopeless, or faint you became, you found what it took to do
that which your heart had set itself upon, vs. 9-10.

You were mine, but lied and chose not to remember Me. When you were
deep in your sin you never gave Me a thought. I was silent so you stopped
fearing me, vs. 11.
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Vs. 12 T will expose you, your religious practices, but they will not profit you.

Vs. 13 Ask your gods to come to your aid. A puff of wind and they will be carried
away.

He who takes refuge in Me might die early, vs. 1-2; but in the long run they will:
I. Inherit the land.
2. Possess My Holy Mountain.

Verses 14 through 21 — The Lord’s promise of forgiveness.

Vs. 14 In Isaiah 40:3-5, the people are told to prepare a road for their God. Here, their
God is going to prepare a road for His people (the remnant). Isa. 62:10

Vs. 15 The God, who is high, exalted, lives forever, Holy, and lives on a high and holy
place, invites humans who are contrite and lowly of spirit to come to Him to be

revived in their spirit and heart. 1 John 3:1-2; Isa. 66:1-2

Vs. 16  God can become angry, but His anger is for a time (in relation to the lost,
Rev. 14:10-11). Gen 6:3

Vs. 17 The reason for God’s anger against His people Israel:
1. Greed — unjust gain. Jer. 6:10-13
2. Independence — went on turning away.

Vs. 18 The Lord has seen Israel’s way, but:

1. He will heal him.

2. Lead him.
3. Restore him.
4. Comfort.

Vs. 19 To Israel:

1. Praise.
2. Peace.
3. Healing.

Vs. 20-21 To the wicked — no peace.

They are like a tossing sea, which cannot be calmed.
Garbage and mud throughout its waters.

Vs. 1 God is calling for His “heralds” to go and get His people’s attention.

Vs. 2 A people who talk the talk, who practice their religion to be seen by all.

Vs. 3 A people who can’t believe that God is not impressed with them (they fear that
God has not noticed their “act.”

They
had confused rituals with relationships and outward acts with inward reality.

Vs. 8-9  All of this wealth will be brought in haste.

The kings of all the nations will “minister” to Israel. (Israel’s experiences, both
bad and good were brought upon her by her God.)
Nations will bring their offerings day and night.

Any who hesitate will perish.

Vs. 13 The temple of the Lord will be rebuilt for the fourth time.
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Vs. 14 The head will become the tail and the tail will become the head! People from the
nations that formerly despised Israel will recognize:

1. Zion (Jerusalem), is God’s chosen city (not Mecca).
2. Zion, the place where He dwells

Vs. 15-16 Just as a nursing child gets sustenance from it’s mother, so Israel will be
sustained by the wealth of the nations.

It will not be until this time and as a result of this time that Israel will truly realize
that God is:

1. The Lord.
2. Savior — Isa. 43:11-13
3. Redeemer — Isa. 41:14
4. Mighty one of Jacob — Isa. 49:26
Vs. 17-18 Her wealth will be second to none.
Peace and joy will be hers in fullest measure.

Vs. 19-20 The Lord will be her light and glory. The Jesus of the transfiguration will
dwell in their city.

Vs. 21-22 At that time:
1. Every Israelite will be righteous.
2. Every Israelite will have his or her inheritance of the land forever!

Both of the above will be the Lord’s doing and it will be to the praise and glory of
His grace!

It is stressed that there was not a Non-Jew found that was desirous to assist
the Lord in His delivery of Israel. (At this point in history it can truly be said
that “everybody hates the Jew”)

Vs 7-9 A prayer of the nation (“I”’-Isaiah represents the nation.)
Surely God has been good to Israel.
Israel has been the recipient of His lovingkindness, goodness, compassion, love
and mercy.
(Every sinner saved can declare the same truth. 1 Jn 3:1)
His people have Him as their Savior.

In all their affliction He was afflicted.
